Tracking Oscar I was so easy
that'more than 5,000 reports came
in from hams around the world,
including some in Moscow .

How are the hams going to
locate and track Oscar .

"We 'll do , it , -all' right ," promises
M. . C. Towns of Sunnyvale, Calif.,
chairman of the Oscar Associa-
tion. "We'll flash the time of
launching over the international
ham network.

"Wove already advised them to
expect it to achieve approximate-
ly the same orbit .of 93 minutes,
We know the frequency on which
Oscar II will transmit—45 mega-
cycles, so we'll try to pick up
that signal at the place in the sky
whc*;e we can expect it to be,"

An Air Force spokesman . said
he could not say what kind of
satellite would carry Oscar II
aloft , but Towns' preparations
make it pretty obvious that the
parent vehicle will be another Dis-
coherer.

The Air Force has not identified
a satellite as a Discoverer since
Feb. 27, when Discoverer 38 went
Into orbit.

Since the world's radio hams,
including several behind the Iron
Curtain , will be tracking Oscar II ,
why is the Department of Defense
insisting on secrecy?

"It's a good question ," says
Towns, who in his working hours
is an engineer for Lockheed's
Space Division. "I can 't under-
stand the restrictions , but we're
certainly going to abide by them.
The Air Force has /approved
everything we're doing. "

The 105-foot Centaur blew apart
80,000 feet above the Atlantic
Ocean. 55 seconds after it was
fired, ori its maiden flight Tuesday,

The spectacular failure dealt a
severe blow to U.S. plans to de-
velop the rocket as a booster for,
sending heavyweight pay loads into
earth orbit and to the moon, Mars
and Venus.

Mercury officials were con-
cern <d lest the trouble be traced
to the Centaur's Atlas first stage.
There were indications that the
Atlas was at . fault.

A similar Atlas missile in on
a launching pad here being pre-
pared lo loft Carpenter into space
on a three-orbit mission similar to
that made by Lt. Col, John H.
Glenn Jr. on Feb. 20.

Ttie Atlas is a complex vehicle
with more than 30A.OOO moving
parts. If the Centaur failure is
traced to the Atlas system , then
that part of Carpenter's booster
would be checked thoroughly be-
fore a green light would be given
to his space ride. Analysis of the
data may* take two or three days.

The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration had hoped
for a successful first flight of the
Centaur to help reduce nearly a
year of frustrating delays ln
launching the rocket. The main
prphlem stems from developing
high-energy liquid hydrogen as a
projiellant for Ihe second stage.

Controlling thie tricky, toper-
cold fuel , which must be kept at
a tornperature of 423 degrees be-
low zero to * remain liquid, is the
key to Centaur's extra muscle.

Once harnessed, liquid hydrogen
will produce 40 per cent greater
thrust per pound of , fuel than
chemical fuels useil on present
reelects like the Atlas, Centaur's
second stage has two hydrogen-
dri-ven engines with total thrust
of 30,000 pounds-a potent kick
wh«n ignited in the vacuum of
spnee,

When operation, hopefully In
about two years, Centaur will
In*, capable of lifting 8,500-pound
laU'llites into earth orbit, landing
2,34)0 pounds on the moon or send-
ing; 1,300 pounds to the vicinity
of Mars and Venus.

Robert Amein, international rep-
resentative of the mailers, chal-
lenged the survey Swan referred to
saying it wais '"both inaccurate

Now; many papers?going
outside the twin Cities are dis-
patched in three sets of sections
—; one containing news, the others
features, comics and magazine
sections. Management wants to ex-
tend the plan to the. Minrieapolis-
St. Paul ipetropolitan area, The
mailers' union opposes this propo-
sal, too.

Other unions — teamsters and
printers — also are on strike,
and many other issues are ori the
bargaining table. , They include ad-
ditional proposed changes in work-
ing methods, hospitalization , other
fringe benefits, and the like.

But if this area's largest daily
newspapers and the mailers' union
agree on the extent to which man-
agement can decide how the . pa-
pers should be packaged and dis-
tributed, there are those who feel
agreement oh other issues will not
be long in coming.

U.S.-German Split
Hits Berlin Talks

Kennedy Will
PiisK Parley
Despite Turn

WASHINGTON (AP)--A poten-

tially dangerous open split b̂e-
tween the United States ??and West
Germany clouded the outlook to-
day for future US , talks witfr the
Soviet Union ori terms of a possi-
ble ?Berlin settlement. V

.U.S. officials said thet Kennedy
administration is ? fully determined
to go ahead? with the probing? con-
versation?  ̂ But there was some
Uncertainty as to just how fast
Secretary of State Dean Rusk
would be able to move. He is due
to have another meeting with
Soviet Ambassador Anatoly F:
Dobrynin in the next week or so.

President Kennedy wat expect-
ed to discuss the situation at a
midafternoon news conference,
probably emphasizing liis inten-
tion that the conversationsV be
carried on? in full consultation with
West Germany arid other directly
interested countries;

Officials here said it was riot
possible to? assess immediately th«
full impact of:  the open break
between Adenauer arid the Ken-
nedy administration ove» the con-
duct of the U.S.-Soviet talks.

But any ? such rift in Allied
ranks is always worrisome? and
potentially hazardous because? of
the possible impact on other
Allied problems.

Washington officials ? said the
situation was complicated fiirther
by an evident disagreement within
the German? goyernmeht itself.

The line which Adenauer has
taken ia public discussion at Ber-
lin this week was described by
these officials as differng sharply
from the line which Foreign Min-
ister Gerhardt Schroeder took in
talks with Rusk at Athens ?»» re-
cently as last weekend.

Adenauer told a news confer-
ence Tuesday that "I see no
ground for continuing the talks"
between American and Soviet offi-
cials. He also asked at one point
in the news conference: *'Do you
think there is no danger in con-
tinuing talks indefinitely without
result? " The effect of his question
was to suggest that he thinks it
might prove dangerous to carry
ori the exploratory discussion in-
definitely. ?

THE STATE Department, about
the same time , reacted to com-
ments which Adenauer had made
earlier in Berlin when he assailed
as unworkable a U.S. -proposal for
creation of an international au-
thority to operate the supply lines
between West Berlin and West
Germany,

A department spokesman said:
"Both the President and the sec-
retary of state have repeatedly
stated. .  . that in view of tho
potentially dangerous nature of
the Berlin problem and the per-
sonal sacrifices which the Ameri-
can people have been, and may
yet be, called on to make in con-
nection with the fulfillment of our
commitment to West Berlin, it
was Incumbent on the United
States government to explore the
possibilities of reaching some
measure of agreement with the
Soviet Union on the Berlin prob-
lem."

ADENAUER had already made
clear in diplomatic conversations
that he . objected strongly to tho
international authority proposal.
His objection reportedly centered
on a provision that the 13-member
board would include representa-
tives of East Berlin and East
Germany as well as West Berlin?
and West Germany. The East
German regime hns already re-
jected the U.S. plan.

WASHINGTON (AP) — After

two weeks of debate the Senate
reaches a key test today oh legis-
lation proposed by the Kennedy
administration to prevent racial
discrimination in voter literacy
tests. .

The vote will come on whether
to invoke the Senate's antifilibust-
er rule and clamp a tight time
limit on debate.

Southern foes of the bill seemed
confident that the move to put the
rule into effect , requiring a two-
thirds majority of senators voting,
would fail.

Tho showdown will come auto-
matically one hour after the start
of the Senate session. A vote will
be taken on a debate-limitation
petition filed Monday by Demo-
cratic Leader Mike Mansfield of
Montana , Republican Leader Ev-
erett M. Dirksen of Illinois and
29 other senators.

If thc petition falls short of the
required two-thirds majority, but
nonetheless musters majority sup-
port, Mansfield another, parlia-
mentary procedure will be used to
get an immediate expression of
sentiment on the bill,

Mansfield said he will move to
table—and thus kill—the bill even
though he favors its passage. A
tabling motion is not debatable ,
and Mansfield said he will vote
against it and will take other
voles against tabling as showing
support of the bill.

If the vote against tabling ap-
proaches a two-thirds majority,
he said, he will continue to keep
the bill before the Senate for a
brief time and then make a sec-
ond attempt to shut off debate.

Should a second effort to invoke
the Senate's antifillbuster rule
fail , Mansfield said the literacy
bill then will be dropped for this
session.

Although the improvement was
normal for the season, Goldberg
said thc decline—arid a simultane-
ous rise in employment to an
April record—was an encouraging
sign of continued business expan-

The unemployment rate re-
mained at 5.5 per cent of (he ci-
vilian labor force , the same as
in March as against the 6.9 per
cent of a year earlier.

The rate is based on seasonal
adjustments, and remained un-
changed Ihis month because the
drop was expected.
. The number of long-term unem-
ployed — those out of work IS
weeks or longer—was unchanged
at 1,5 million , Goldberg said.

Retraining
also is being stepped up on twp
other levels , by local or area proj-
ects . ai*d by ? individual corpor-
ation*- and unions.

The federal? government , start-,
ing July l, will put $500 million
into the „¦ job to be spread over
three years. Some 8.000 : unem-
ployed in depressed iocalities are
already* being retrained by the
Area development Agency of the
Department pf Commerce. ' .

And next we«k in Dallas, Ttx.,
the American Society of Training
Directors of Madison, Wis., will
consider ways of fetrainbig auto-
mation's refugees. It will consider
the plight of both ^managers and
workers faced with new and oftei^
bewildering electronic machines.
Subjects range from automation
mastery to teaching machines.
Much of the work eventually will
be done by the cbrporatiohs? or in-
dustries affected.

In Scranton , Pa., Seymour L.
Wplfbein,? deputy assistant secre-
tary of? the Department of Labor,
charged with retraining the unem-
ployed, has studied the possibili-
ties of Utilizing home studies as
¦well as group or classroom meet-
ings. He says the new Manpower
Training * and Development Act
lets the government sign . contracts
with ailVkinds of educational facili-
ties— correspondence schools, ,a?ny
private institutions , the public
schools , a union which is running
a training program.

And <imployed workart are also
included iri many retraining move-
ments. John Viliaumc, president
of International Correspondence

Schools, estimates that more than
a million workers are now taking
job-related studies at home To-
gether wilh their employers or
their unions they are investing
more than $100 million a year in
the race to master the new tech-
niques belore these sweep over
them and leave them stranded.

Retraining is aimed both at old-
er workers with obsolescent skills
and youngsters with little or no
skill at ail Wolfbein hopes to con-
vince the older worker that he has

Corporate and union programs
tend to aid both those now laid
off and those still employed but
needed for more skilled work.

The Courtneys are among
the most vociferous backers of
retired . Gen, Edwin Walker.

Doubt-
less, the low esteem in which
Texans hold Gen. Walker as
indicated by his very poor
showing in the race for gov-
ernor is disappointing to: the
Courtneys, and? it looks as if
their efforts to defeat popular
Cong. Hale Boggs will be a bit-
ter disappointment too.

Note—Opposing Boggs are a
young right-winger named Stu-
art McClendon and a super-
market operator, John Sweg-
man, who buys a lot of space
in the newspapers?

Various factors should be
considered: Nationality, nu-
trition, emotions, climate, glan-
dular factors, In tropical clim-
ates the age is earlier than ? in
temperate and colder ones.

Dear Dr. MOiner: The
joints in my knees make a
cracking noise, Exercises
don't seem to help.—D.G
The main reasons: Some de-

crease in the small amount of
fluid normally present in the
joint ; thinning of the carti-
lage ; or changes in the ends
of the bones, usually due to
arthritic changes. No, exercis-
ing won't affect any of these
factors.

NOTE TO EX.: Paget's dis-
ease (of the bone) isn't com-
mon and sometimes ia discov-
ered quite accidentally by X-
rays for other purposes. True,
there isn't much to do about it
except take such measures as
are needed to alleviate pain if
it exist*.

Kennedy Sure
Congress Will
Pass Medicare

WASHINGTON ^AP) .- Presi-
dent Kennedy says his medical
care for '.. the aged plan will be
approved by Congress and that
all doctors will treat patients un-
der it—an indirect reference . to
soine 200 New Jersey physicians
Who say they won't.

Thus Kennedy, obliquely joined
a more direct assault on the
ph?ysicians' stand launched by
other administration officials.

The ? New Jersey ' physicians,
from Point Pleasant Hospital and
Fitkin , Memorial Hospital at Nep-
tune, signed a resolution last week
saying . they would refuse to treat
patients under Kennedy's Social
Security-financed medical plan if
it passed Congress?

Kennedy, speaking Tuesday at
Hie United Auto Workers •conven-
tion in Atlantic City; said, "I am
confident that the great majority,
in fact all doctors , will treat those
who may be covered by this na-
tional program. "

Also speaking before the auto
Workers , Secretary of Labor
Arthur • J . Goldberg called the
resolution "a disgrace, a disgrace
to -the country. "

Secretary of Welfare Abraham
Ribicoff said the doctors were vio-
lating their professional oath and
that, the resolution was an attempt
to blackmail Congress and the
American people.

Ribicoff said "theie doctors
apparently believe it is all right
for the federal government to help
build the hospitals in which they
practice, but that an insurance
plan that would help their patients
pay their hospital bills would not
be good."

Dr. ./. Bruce Hemikson , who
initiated the New Jersey resolu-
tion , denounced Ribicoff' s state-
ment as a threat to withhold
federal aid from hospitals whose
doctors oppose the medical care
plan.

Ntw Jtruy't tlx Democratic
congressmen appealed to the New
Jersey Medical Society to repudi-
ate "this attempt by n small
group of men to impose Iheir will
upon the elected representatives
of the people."

At Point Pleasant , Ilenriksen
said : "This thing has been twisted
to make us look like a bunch of
stinkers, as if we were not going
to take care of old people, but
that isn 't true.

Even in a neutral country like
India the relationship between it
and the United States has been
guided ? almost entirely by one
man and, as may show when he's
gone, depended upon him.

The neutral but Western-edu-
cated Prime Minister Nehru has
been friendly to Ihe West and not
pro-Communist. Bui India , with
the world's second largest popu-
lation , has expfqstve forces bot-
tled up under Nehru.

After him an explosion , shatter-
ing to the West , would be no sur-
prise. Thus all around the world
American strings are attached to'
one man here, another there.
When these strjnss pop, there
may be no replacements.
