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Newswoman Is Killed
By Viet Cong Mine

DA NANG, South Viet Nam
(AP) — "She didn't seem like a
girl at all."

When U.S. Marines said this
of Dickey Chapelle, they meant
it as a sincere compliment.

Tbe American photographer-
correspondent, a veteran of
three wars, gave her life for her
profession early today in the
same way she had lived it, ask-
ing no . privileges because she

was a woman alone in a man's
world.

Miss Chapelle, 47, died on the
floor of _a helicopter as it was
taking her to a field hospital.
She had been wounded in the
neck when a mine booby trap
exploded among Marines she
was with on an operation 64
miles south of Da Nang.

Four M a r i n e s  also were

wounded by the mine.
Miss Chapelle was the first

newswoman and tbe third mem-
ber of the press killed in the
Viet Nam war.

A corps commander in the
central highlands said, "She
never asked the slightest con-
cession because of her sex."

Wednesday sh* bet Associated
Press photographer Henri Huet
a dime that the Marine unit she
was with would be fired on be-
fore bis. She lost by half an hour
when Huet's outfit was pinned
down for a time by sniper fire. '

"Okay," she said with a
laugh, "tomorrow I'll have my
chance." . -

Wednesday night Huet helped
ber dig her foxhole despite her
protests. But night was conling
on fast and Huet swept aside
their positions to be mortared
after dark,
her objections; they expected

Tbe mortar shells did not fall,
and Huet bad breakfast with her
over a can of C rations. It was
the last time he saw her alive.

He reported later: "A few
minutes 'after breakfast I was
taking pictures of a Marine offi-
cer holding a purigi stake, when
I heard shouting and' cries of
'corpsman! corpsmahP
"I saw a group running about
100 yards away. I ran with them
and saw three or four bodies on
the ground. One was face down
and soaked with blood. I
couldn't tell who it was at first,
but I looked more closely and
suddenly I realized it was Dick-
ey. The corpsman checked her
and told me nothing could be
done for her in the field.

"He went to tend the other
wounded, while we waited for
the Medivac chopper (medical
evacuation helicopter) that
came and took her out.' A chap-
lain gave her the last rites of
the Catholic Church. She appar-
ently died aboard the chopper."

The newswoman had been up
front with the Marine company
when it began moving down a
hill from the bivouac area to
begin the day's patrolling, the
booby trap exploded at the foot
of the hill, triggered by a gre-
nade wired to an 81mitn mortar.

Miss Chapelle was on assign-
ment for the National Observer
and for WOR-RKO radio. She
had previously worked in Viet
Nam for the National Geograph-
ic.

Miss Chapelle was bom in
Milwaukee, Wis., the daughter
of the late Mr. and Mrs. Paul G.
Meyer. Her maiden name was
Georgette Meyer. She married
Anthony Chapelle, a photogra-
pher. They were divorced but he
continued to serve as her New
York agent. He was reported in
New York's University Hospital
with a heart ailment.

Argentine Plane
Carrying 68 Lost

PANAMA (AP) — An Argen-
tine air force transport with 68
cadets and crewmen aboard was
missing today in Central Amer-
ica. When last heard from, one
of its four engines was on fire.

The DC4, en route to the Unit-
ed States via El Salvador and
Mexico, r e p o r t e d  trouble
Wednesday morning when it

was 75 miles from Puero Liraon,
on Costa Rica's Atlantic coast.

The plane vanished between
the Canal Zone and El Salvador.

U.S. planes were to continue
the search today. One Ameri-
can plane braved bad weather
Wednesday night to fly on the
lookout for flares. Six U.S. Air
Force planes searched in vain
during daylight Wednesday.

The transport was one of two
Argentine aircraft on a training
flight. They took /off e a r l y
Wednesday from Panama • for
San Salvador, capital of El Sal-
vador. They were to refuel there
before continuing to Mexico and
the United States.

The other plane, with cadet
commander Brig. Benigno H.
Andrada aboard, arrived safely.

The two planes had landed in
the Canal Zone Tuesday from
Lima, Peru.

36 Cuban
Refugees
Feared Lost

KEY WEST, Fla. (AP)-The
Mexican navy searched today
for 36 Cuban refugees feared
drowned off the Mexican coast
after their f i s h i n g  smack
cracked up on the reefs.

As hope of finding them alive
dwindled, the Cuban govern-
ment's order to halt the exodus
of small boats from Cuba to
Florida .was in effect.

The Mfnlftry of tbe Interior
said the action - effective at
noon Wednesday — was taken
due to bad weather and an im-
minent agreement between the
United States and Cuba for an
orderly, airlift of refugees. i

U.S. Coast Guard cutters
braved 28-foot swells in the
Florida Straits to search for two
refugee boats long overdue at
Key West from Camarioca, the
port emigrants must use.

T h e  stralte, which separate
Cuba from Florida, were dotted
with empty boats left behind
when the Coast Guard trans-
ferred refugees to its cutters.

1st Cavalry
Mopping Up
Near Plei Me

SAIGON, South Viet Nam
(AP)—A company of U.S. 1st
Division air cavalrymen am-
bushed a column of North Viet-
namese regulars near the Cam-
bodian frontier Wednesday night
and then stood off four counter-
attacks with the help of airlifted
reinforcements, participants said
today.

At least 20 of the North Viet-
namese were reported killed as
they hiked talking and laughing
on the last three-mile stretch of
a jungle trail leading into Cam-
bodia, which has repeatedly de-
nied Saigon charges it is a ha-
ven of the Communist forces.

A U.S. spokesman said Ameri-
can casualties were light. There
was no word on what losses the
North Vietnamese may have
suffered later in the action,
which they broke off after heli-
copters opened up on them with
rockets.

One helicopter was shot
down, but the four-man crew
reached American lines safely.
The ambush was staged 12 miles
south of Due Co and 18 miles
west of the Special Forces camp
at Plei Me, which the Viet Cong
besieged for a week last month.

In the air war, another U.S.
fighter-bomber was shot down
over North Viet Nam and the
pilot was presumed killed. U.S.
B52 bombers from Guam pound-
ed a Communist storage area 30
miles northwest of Saigon for
the third successive day.

An American newswoman,
pho tographer - correspondent-
Dickey Chapelle, 47, was. killed
by a mine booby trap during a
U.S. Marine patrol 64 miles
south of Da Narig. She was the
first newswoman and the third
member of the press killed in
the Viet Nam war.

Two rifle platoons—about 80
men—sprang tbe ambush only 3
miles from the Cambodian bor-
der. Tbe fighting lasted three
hours, and the Americans suf-
fered li g h t casualties, the
spokesman said.

Other 1st Cavalry units sweep-
ing the area killed four Viet
Cong and found 37 enemy bod-
ies, believed to have been killed
by U.S. air attacks during the
siege of Plei Me.

In the Mekong Delta, the Viet
Cong penetrated an outpost 45
miles southwest of Saigon and
inflicted moderate casualties on
a force of about 150 South Viet-
namese rangers, the spokesman
said.

A n o t h e r  Vietnamese unit
clashed sharply with a Viet
Cong platoon near Can Tho. 80
miles southwest of the capital,
and reporte d 15 guerrillas
killed. No government losses
were reported.

Princess Margaret Flying
Atlantic for U.S. Visit

LONDON (AP) - Princess
Margaret left for her first visit
to the United States today after
two false alarms.

The British jetliner ta king
Queen Elizabeth's 35-year-old
sister to America was delayed
17 minutes by an anonymous
telephone c a l l e r  who said
strychnine missing from a
warehouse at London airport
had been put in the drinking
water on Margaret's plane.

Security men drained the wa-
ter supply on the plane and re-
filled the tanks. Airline officials
discovered Wednesday that a
box of 35 pounds of strychnine
nitrate being shipped from In-
dia to Hungary was missing
from a warehouse. Police said
they believed it had been stolen.

Wednesday night another
anonymous caller telephoned
the airport and said an attempt
would be made to bring down
the royal flight "either by a
bomb or other dubious meth-
ods."

A search of the plane, a regu-
lar British Overseas Airways
Corp. airliner, revealed nothing
suspicious. The plane was tight-
ly guarded until takeoff.

The princess was accompa-
nied by her husband, Lord
Snowdon; her lady-in-waitlng,
Lady Elizabeth Cavendish, and
her private secretary, Maj.
Francis Legh.

For the flight, Margaret wore
a coat of multicolored pastels
with a matching high-crowned

hat. Her husband had on a dark
suit and a gray overcoat.

Among those who saw the
royal couple off at London air-
port were the Earl of West-
moreland, the Queen's lord-in-
waiting, who said farewell on
behalf of the monarch; and U.S.
Ambassador David Bruce and
his wife.

The princess, 35, was sched-
uled to land for 90 minutes at
New York's John F. Kennedy
Airport and then fly on to San
Francisco, arriving there about
9 p.m. EST.

Margaret's three-week tour
will include visits to San Fran-
cisco, Los Angeles, the Arizona
ranch of former Ambassador
Lewis W. Douglas, Washington
and New York.

Alt Informant said the fun-lov-
ing princess and her husband
will try to break away from the
usual formalities of royal tours
during the trip.

"For this reason several days
have been left completely free,"
he said.

Lord Snowdon visited the
United States before he was
married. Margaret's only trip to
North America was a visit to
Canada in 1958.

LBJ Signs Farm
Bill, Plans Study
JOHNSON CITY, Tex. (AP)

— President Johnson announced
plans today for "the most thor-
ough study ever-conducted" of
federal farm programs after
signing into law a four-year om-
nibus agriculture bill affecting
most major commodities.

Johnson just got under the
wire in signing the measure —
one of the major bills of tbe 1965
Congress and one carrying an
estimated $4-billion price tag for
the 1966 crop year.

The President's action was
announced Wednesday night by
the Texas White House shortly
after 11 p.m. Had he waited un-
til after midnight, the legisla-
tion would have died by pocket
veto. ..

Issuing a 1,500-word state-
ment on his action, Johnson
hailed the new law as establish-
ing "a farm policy geared to
growth" and one opening a new
chapter "in the miraculous sto-
ry of American farming."

The chief executive said the
legislation, with major innova-
tions affecting wheat and cotton
growers and dairy farmers,
marks a milestone.

"Yet," he said, "all of this
can be — and should be — only

a beginning."
Then he announced establish-

ment of a National Advisory
Commission on Food and Fiber
which will "construct the most
thorough study ever conducted
of the effects of our agricultural
policies on the performance of
our economy and on our foreign
relations."

The commission, to be headed
by Dean Sherwood Berg of the
school of agriculture at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota, will report
to the President within 18
months.

Said Johnson:

"I am asking this commission
to make a penetrating and long-
range appraisal of our agricul-
tural and related foreign trade
policies. This commission will
undertake this review in terms
of the national interest, the wel-
fare of our rural Americans,
and the well-being of our farm-
ers, the needs of our workers
and the interests of our consum-
ers."

Simultaneously, Johnson an-
nounced establishment of a
committee on food and fiber to
be healed by Secretary of Agri-
culture Orville L. Freeman.

Magnusson Asks
To Continue Work

ST. PAUL (AP) - Atty. Gen.
Robert Mattson says he might
have an answer today for Insur-
ance Commissioner Cyrus Mag-
nusson, who seeks to be as-
signed as "rehabilitator" of a
St. Paul firm, National Family
Insurance Co.

National Family lost at least
$150,000 in the collapse of Amer-
ican Allied Insurance Co. Com-
missioner Magnusson is among
17 men indicted by a federal
grand jury on fraud charges
stemming from American Al-
lied affairs.

There was speculation Matt-
son was very unlikely to accept
Magnusson's offer regarding
National Family.

Magnusson asked the attorney
general to go into district court

to have the commissioner
named rehabilitator. Magnusson
said he feels National Family is
in such a condition "that further
transaction of business will be
hazardous to its policyholders
and creditors."

Mattson said National Family
bought a re-insurance contract
from American Allied on the
strength of a recommendation
from Magnusson.

Gov. Karl Rolvaag and Matt-
son announced earlier this week
that.legal means are being In-
stigated to remove Magnusson
from office.

The attorney general denied
reports Thursday that Magnus-
son might be suspended pending
the outcome of the removal
hearing. Mattson said Rolvaag's
charges, accusing Magnusson of
knot carrying out duties ot his
office , will be filed after the
governor returns from Washing-
ton tonight.

Mattson , In a report Tuesday,
said Magnusson had not regu-
lated the insurance network of
ho Phillip Kltzer family of
Chicago, owners of American
Allied. Tho report said the pub-
lic was injured when the Klt-
zors drained company funds.

Kitzer and his two sons, like
Magnusson, were indicted by the
grand jury. ^Magnusson said Wednesday
the attorney general's report
"tells oniy one side ot tho
story."

War Being Run
With "Energy,
Resolve' -LBJ

JOHNS6N CITY, Tex. (AP)
— The Toxas White House said
today President Johnson is sat-
isfied that the government and
people in Saigon are prosecut-
ing the Viet Nam war "with en-
ergy and resolve."

Press secretary Bill D. Mey-
ers was asked about a published
report tho Saigon government
lacked coheslvcncBS and deter-
mination.

"I don't believe tho President
shares that opinion," Movers
said. "Ho and his senior ad-
visers feel that the .situation in
Saigon is encouraging, and that
the people of Saigon as well
as the government of Saigon
are prosecuting the war against
the rebels with energy and re-
olve."

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Justices Hold
Attorneys Can't
Issue Warrants

MADISON, Wis. (AP) - One
court was shut down, two youths
accused of murder were freed,
and confusion swirled in legal
circles today after a Wisconsin
Supreme Court decision strip-
ping district attorneys of the
power to issue warrants,

The landmark ruling, handed
down in a Milwaukee paternity
case and largely overlooked for
nearly 24 hours, threatened to
unlock a Pandora's box of court-
room problems.

The court decided Tuesday
that the 20-year system of dis-
trict attorneys authorizing ar-«
rest warrants did not meet ju-
dicial standards. It saia war-
rants should be issued only by a
"neutral, deliberate and impar-
tial magistrate."

The apparent requirement
that warrants be issued only by
judges prompted Milwaukee
County John Krueger to close
his court Wednesday and post-
pone all proceedings until the
issue is clarified.

Milwaukee County Judge F.
Ryan Duffy dismissed, at least
temporarily, third degree mur-
der charges contained in a war-
rant against Odell B. Young, 18,
and Eugene Rogers, 16, accused
in the fatal beating of a Milwau-
kee man as he walked home
from a tavern at night.

An abortion charge against
another defendant was dropped
by Milwaukee County Judge
Christ T. Seraphim after attor-
neys questioned the validity of
the arrest warrant.

Dodge County Dist. Atty. John
P. Kaiser of Juneau, president
of the Wisconsin District Attor-
neys Association, said charges
dismissed beause of improper
warrants could be f i led again.

Kaiser, who has called a
meeting of the association's ex-
ecutive committee with Asst.
Atty. Gen. William Platz in
Madison next Wednesday, said
he understood from published
reports, the decision would ap-
parently not affect previous con>
vlctlons.

Kaiser noted the language ot
the decision, as reported pub-
licly, required warrants to be
issued by a neutral , deliberate
and impartial magistrate "in
the future."

However, Ifis considered like-
ly that at least one test case
will reach the State Supreme
Court eventually to determine
the legality of a conviction fol-
lowing an arrest on a district
attorney's warrant.

The court said in its ruling in
Simpson vs. White, in which a
warrant was issued for a per-
son accused in a paternity case,
that:

"We must determine whether
a district attorney is the equiv-
alent of a neutral and detached
magistrate who may constitu-
tionally be empowered to au-
thorize the Issuance of the war-
rant. Our conclusion is that he
is not."

As a result, prosecutors were
trekking before judges Wednes-
day to seek proper warrants.
One court commissioner issued
enough time to review 2 other
arrest requests.

He noted the county spent $10
million a year on its courts and
public safety and snapped,
"We're not running a popcorn
stand here." »*

Enforcement of ordinances
and codes, personnel adminis-
tration and control of budgets
and expenditures would be re-
sponsibilities of such a manag-
er, they explained.

Trends are toward this form
of city government, speakers
stated, with few cities moving
toward the weak mayor-council
system prevailing here.

Schools, labor unions and pub-
lic corporations usually hire
trained administrators to carry
out policies laid down by elect-
ed boards, the speakers main-
tained. Therefore, they said, a
city — whose operations are no
less complex — also should
adopt this form of professional
management.

At 2:50
p.m. Douglas ran to John Ol-
son, mill manager, and told him
someone was hurt on the hill.

Olson called Ed Kaiser, chief
of police, who brought an ambu-
lance. They found the boy on
the hill. He was still alive, but
was dead on arrival at the hos-
pital, his doctor said. The shot
was in the lower abdomen on
the left side.

THE SHOT came from a gun
belonging to Daniel Sonsalla,
father of Douglas. Previously
it was in the residence of Dan-
iel's father, Ernest, who also
lives near the mill, and had
been placed against the wall
in the stairway leading to the
basement. It was found on the
hill.

Your Heart And Your Deer

With the deer seasons in Min-
nesota and Wisconsin almost
here, the following article from
a sporting arms company is
timely- Deaths from heart at-
tacks outrank firearm accidents
in the field about three to one.
The few precautions offered if
Eut into use might save your

fe. Here is the article:
"How many hunters would

think of going afield with a
gun that's been neglected,
inadequately cared for, even
abused? Not many. We
clean our firearms faithful-
ly, give them the best of
care, make sure they will
function properly when
called upon.
"This Is because we know that

without proper attention and cer-
tain maintenance procedures,
any gun will eventually stop
working. It is why we take such
good care of our guns, show
Diem more concern than a moth-
er does a new-born babe.

"Yet. how many hunters
will give the slightest
thought to their own physi-
cal condition to the ques-
tion of whether age or lack
of exercise have cut down
their stamina, perhaps
weakened their hearts?
"Statistics show that heart at-

tacks kill more hunters than do
firearms accidents — three
times as many. A possible heart
malfunction should be of more
concern to the hunter than a
gun malfunction. Apparently
this is not so. Few sportsmen
give their tickers half the at-
tention they give their firearms.

"There are several ways
of p r o t e c t i n g  yourself
against a heart attack. Re-
member that you are no
longer a college football
star, nor are you fresh out
of military service with a
perfect physique. You've
put on weight and you've
slowed down more than you
think. You need the kind of
check up your gun gets so
frequently.

"A complete physical exam-
ination by your doctor is , your
best bet. He will tell you wheth-
er you can take on the rigprs
of another hunting season or
whether you ought to sit this
one out. If there are no danger
signals, get in shape anyway by
exercising.

"One suggestion is to hike
through the area you in-
tend to hunt. This will give
you an idea of the exertion
you will be subjected to. It
will condition your body,
familiarize you with the ter-
rain and orient you at to
where game is located.
"A year-round exercise pro-

gram is the best way to keep
in shape but how many of us
bother. The next best thing is
to begin a daily program of
simple, body-building exercises
that will help prepare you for
the season.

"If you're a war veteran
you'll know the right exer-
cises. They were dished out

•very morning for a half
hour before breakfast. Many
of us find extended walks or
various outdoor chores more
palatable and equally bene-
ficial.

"Finally, be selective in
the type of hunting gear and
clothes you plan to equip
yourself with. Wear light-
weight but warm clothing,
don't carry a gun that's too
heavy and make sure your
shoes or boots fit properly.

"If you're wise you'll take
other precautions, such as tak-
ing time to rest in the field be-
fore you become exhausted, get-
ting a good night's sleep, using
moderation in eating and drink-
ing, hunting with a companion,
and getting help to drag out a
deer. Taking care of your gun
is important but if you don't
take care of yourself as well,
you may not live to use it. "

Man Accused of

Q. I was divorced in 19*32
after having been married
for 28 years. At the time of
divorce the court ordered
that my husband continue
to support me. He died in
1964 and I am now 63 years
of age. Am I entitled to
monthly benefits based en
my former husband's social
security account?
A. Yes, since you were mar-

ried to him at least 20 years
and he was either contributing
to your support at the time of
his death or obligated by a
court to contribute, you could
become entitled to monthly ben-
efits on your former husband's
account.

Q. I am 66 years old. My
first husband died in 1960
and I remarried in 1963. My
present husband is not old
enough to receive social se-
curity payments, Is there
any way that I could re-
ceive monthly benefits un-
der the new social security
law? I have never worked
myself.
A. Yes, if you could have

qualified for benefits as a wid-
ow and remarried after reach-
ing age 60, you are eligible for
whichever benefit is larger:
Either one half the retirement
benefit of your former husband
or a wife's benefit based on the
earnings of your present hus-
band. Since you are not entitled
to wife's benefit on your pres-
ent husband because he is not
receiving benefits himself, you
may be entitled to benefits bas-
ed on the earnings of your for-
mer husband. The key in this
situation is that you remarried
after reaching age 60.

Jurors Picked
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For Trial of
Communism

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
United States opens its case
against the Communist party
today before 12 jurors who
swear they've never heard, said
or read a bad word about it.

Asst. U.S. Atty. Joseph Low-
ther was prepared to call upon a
list of eight prosecution witness-
es — including at least one who
will testify he made himself
available to the party to regis-
ter with the government as re-
quired by law.

The absence of such testimo-
ny in the party's December 1962
trial cost the government a vic-
tory. Tbe U.S. Court of Appeals,
reversing the conviction and
$120,000 fine, said the govern-
ment had to prove such a volun-
teer was available.

The party is charged with
failing to register with the gov-
ernment as a Soviet agent and
could face a maximum fine of
$230,000.

Lowther read the names of his
witnesses to the prospective ju-
rors Wednesday. He later iden-
tified all but one — Herbert Os-
car MarrtotC— leading to spec-
ulation that Marriott is the
"willing volunteer" the govern-
ment needs to close the loophole
that spelled defeat in the Court
of Appeals.

When the panel of 37 prospec-
tive jurors was ushered in —
with government workers al-
ready eliminated by general
agreement —¦ Judge William B.
Jones posed some 30 questions
to the group.

Those who stood in response
were summoned to the bench
for a private discussion with
Jones and the opposing lawyers,
Lowther for the government and
Joseph Forer and John J. Abt
for the Communists.

Alliance for Progress
Becomes 2-Way Street

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Alliance for Progress is becom-
ing a two-way street.

Latin Americans are contrib-
uting teachers, technical serv-
ices, art exhibits, minerals,
plants and other things to the
United States.

And it is done without govern-
ment financing at either end.
The communities in Latin
America and the United States
are sharing the costs — and the
benefits.

"The plan is what you might
call grass roots cooperation be-
tween the peoples of Latin
America and the United States,
on a private enterprise, good
neighbor basis," says James H.
Boren, director of the U.S.
agency's partners program.

Boren's friends in the U.S.
Agency tor International Devel-
opment, of which the alliance
agency is a part, say Boren
practically invented the part-
nership plan. Partnership pro-
grams now are under way be-
tween 26 states or communities
in the United States and ah
equal number of areas in Latin
America. Additional plahS*"are
in the formative stage.

For example, Delaware sent
an eight-member team headed
by former Gov. Elbert N. Car-
vel, to Panama. The team de-
veloped plans to provide equip-
ment and manuals for Pana-
manian Boy Scouts and Girl
Guides, funds for vocational
training in Santiago, and finan-
cial aid for the purchase of nets
and outboard motors by fishing
cooperatives in San Carlos.

In return, Panama was asked
to select three Panamanians to
advise the Delaware Highway
Department on seaside road
construction, beach erosion con-
trol, and ways to eliminate mos-
quitos.

Oregon sent a five-member
team to Costa Rica to work out
specific projects in advance of a
campaign to obtain statewide
public support for an exchange
plan. Said Max Harriger, head

of the Social Studies Division of
the Oregon Department of Ed-
ucation and chairman of the
team:

"This is not a Big Brother
program tinder which we tell
other people what to do. It is a
mutual exchange between our
people and those of other coun-
tries."

Boren, • noncareer man, for-
merly waff a professor in Ar-
lington (Tex.) State College and
an administrative assistant to
Sen. Ralph W. Yarborough, D-
Tex. He was in Peru in 1961
and 1962 to help direct the AID
operations in that country.

"I soon got the feeling the
people In the communities of
Peru wanted to do something
effective to share their skills,
experience and other things
with the people of the United
States," says Boren. "The idea
of the partners plan possibly
was born there, but actually the
alliance charter, approved by 20
American republics, contem-
plates the active cooperation
and participation at the citizen
level, on a private basis. That is
what is happening now, and the
enthusiasm in all areas is some-
thing'remarkable."

This year, little Costa Rica, in
Central America, sent to Lane
County in Oregon's Crow-Apple-
gate School District a group of
teachers who taught Spanish
and worked with Spanish lan-
guage teachers in 12 elementary
and junior high schools. They
lived with families of the region,
spent half of each day teaching
Spanish and history and sociolo-
gy of their area, the other half
in training.

"It was so successful that 40
school districts have expressed
interest in a similar project for
their schools next year," Boren
said. The Costa Rican teachers
spent three months, at a time
when their schools were closed
for yearly vacations, and the
Oregon schools were open.

In Kentucky, the Louisville

school system, and the state
school authorities, have ex-
pressed interest in bringing in a
group of teachers from Ecua-
dor. Texas' private committee
on the alliance partners is work-
ing on similar plans with Peru-
vians.

Miami University of Ohio
wanted to train teachers in Por-
tuguese. So the state of Parana,
Brazil, sent up an expert teach-
er to work with high school
teachers taking summer cours-
es at the university.

From the State of Rio Grand*
do Sul, Brazil, the Indiana De-
partment of Agriculture re-
ceived seeds of an alfalfa-typ*
legume plant which puts its
roots down 40 feet to reach
water. Specialists there era
studying the possibilities of its
adaptation to rain-short areas in
the United States.

From Bolivia , 10 agricultural
students of high school age went
to Utah last year to live with
families in that state, and study
U.S. farming methods.

High school students In Minas
Gerais, Brazil, are sending
samples of minerals from that
state to a • number of high
schools in Colorado.

Coming to Illinois to learn are
two civic and social workers
from Sao Paulo State, Brazil, to
study methods of establishing in
Brazil the unified agencies for
raising funds for charitable pur-
poses.

Public Opinion
Is Disillusioned

TODAY IN NATIONAL AFFAIRS

By DAVID LAWRENCE
WASHINGTON - Public opinion in Amor-

ica is slowly becoming disillusioned about the
value of settlements forced under threat of
strikes. For they are turning out to be not lust
a battle between employers and labor unions
hut often bring cruel hardships to workers who,
weeks after a settlement, find themselves with-
out jobs.

Plonty of news space is givan to the hap-
penings during a critical negotiation on the eve
of a possible strike, but unfortunately the story
of what happens in the weeks and months aft-
erwards doesn't get widespread attention -
mostly because it develops through fragmen-
tary disclosures, as both unions and manage-
ment are reluctant to comment on the ensuing
events.

What has occurred, for instance, since the
big crisis in steel last September, which was
settled by presidential Intervention? Steel Inven-
tories — piled up in anticipation of the strike
—now are being absorbed. The index of pro-
duction, based on the years 1957 through 1959,
is down from 160.6 in April IMS to 109.1. There
is uncertainty as to how long the decline will
continue, but the effects of the downward turn
are conspicuous. Some of the so-called highcost
units are at a standstill and layoffs have been
substantial , especially in the older steel areas.
While skilled workers haven't been as much
affected , the damage to the non-skilled is con-
siderable.

MANY PRIVATE estimates by reporters
who specialize in news of the steel Industry
indicate that employment of hourly workers is
down about 15 percent since Its peak last sum-
mer. There has been a lesser impact on sal-
aried workers, as they are not readily replac-
ed without a loss for training-time. The over-
all figure, however, for both hourly and salaried
personnel is about 10 percent below the July
level, In one plant in the Pittsburgh area, wag*
earners must have a seniority going back as
far as 1948 in order to keep their jobs.

Another consequence of the settlement with
the major steel companies has been an out-
break of strikes against the smaller produc-
ers of steel, who contend they cannot afford
the high wage costs imposed by the recent con-
tracts accepted by the larger companies. In
five small companies alone at least 17,000 work-
ers are idle.

FROM THE standpoint of earnings and tha
effects on individuals who have invested their
savings in steel companies, a survey by "Tha
Wall Street Journal" last week showed that,
out of 23 companies studied, at least ten suf-
fered serious declines from the third-quarter
figure, though other segments of the national
economy made gains.

There is no question but that the economic
convulsions precipitated by mBjor industrial con-
flicts will result in steadily rising price scales
is the purchasing power of the dollar continues
to go down. Meanwhile, foreign steel producers,
with lower wage costs and lower prices to of-
fer, are increasing their shipments to the Unit-
ed States.

What is the answer: Neither labor nor man-
agement has come up with any solution, and
the government as an interested bystander pre-
fers to do nothing remedial but to wait instead
until the situation drifts into another crisis,
when presumably pressure will be applied again
without warrant of law.

CANDIDATES FOR high office in the steel
union outdo each other in campaign promises.
Indeed, they promised this year as much as
$3 per hour in new wages and benefits for a
three-year agreement as contrasted with what
the companies considered the maximum —
namely, 27 cents an hour.

Presidential intervention in this situation,
therefore, was a restraining influence and help-
ed to get the union leaders off the hook. But
it means an ominous trend in the direcion of
government control unless voluntary action is
taken by the rank and file of labor-union mem-
bers. For only when they become better in-
formed and vocal will they remove the dan-
ger to the free-enterprise system and to the
growth of employment.

Milwaukee-Madison
Freeway Completed

IT IS MORE with relief than with grat-
ification that drivers who frequently trav-
el between Milwaukee and Madison note
the completion of 1-94 between the two cit-
ies. Built in bits and pieces, the 78-mlle
thoroughfare har been under construction
f o j r  10 years.

THE WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

WASHINGTON '-, Seldom

have so many top brass
flown in so many govern-
ment planes to pay tribute
to an alcoholic — all at the
taxpayers' expense — as
flew to Charleston, S. C,
the other day.

Secretary of the Navy
Paul Nitze flew a plush C-
140 jet transport, carrying
a load of admirals.

Deputy Secretary of De-
fense Cyrus Vance flew in
another C-M0 carrying Sec-
retary of the Army Stephen
Ailes, Secretary of the Air
Force Harold Brown and a
dealing array of generals
— again at the taxpayers'
expense.

The Defense Department
also furnished an older C-
m Constellation to fly to
Charleston. This was not
quite so plush, but it was
only to fly congressmen.
Admiral William Raborn,
now chief of Central Intelli-
gence, also made the trip
to Charleston.

Reason for this pilgrim-
age was not to commemor-
ate some of the courageous
battles fought there by the
North or South during the
Civil War, but to dedicate
a monument to Rep. Men-
dell Rivers, D-S.C.

IN THE House of Repre-
sentatives, Rivers has long
beeen famous for his love
of the bottle. This has been
a considerable embarrass-
ment to his colleagues, es-
pecially on foreign junkets.
Bethesda naval hospital
knows him well. Many a
time he has been brought
there to "thaw out."

Despite thus, the top brass
of the Pentagon flew to
Charleston to participate in
a ceremony in which Rivers
took his place In life-she
bronie alongside Gen. Pierre
Gustavo Toutant de Beaure-
gard, heroic southern de-
fender of Charleston.

The great heroes of the
Civil War, I,ee, Beauregard ,
Stonewall Jackson, had to
await death before they were
commemorated by grateful
countrymen. But not tho
congressman from Charles-
ton. Grateful businessmen
who have benefited from the
military bases Rivers has
brought to the area, decid-
ed to rush history, nnd
erect a noble bust of Riv-
ers, mounted atop a solid,
seven-foot granite shaft on
which was once called route
52.

Route 52 Is now railed
Rivers Avenue.

MRS. RIVERS cnt the rib-

bon, the citadel band struck
up a martial air, the glitter*
ing array of admirals and
generals stood bravely in a
deluge of rain, while Rep.
Eddie Hebert, New Orleans
Democrat who has urged
Rivers to battle against sec-
retary of Defense McNa-
mara, delivered the main
eulogy. Eddie noted that nev-
er before had he seen so
many top Defense officials
gathered in one place, but
did not mention the fact that
they had come at the tax-
payers' expense, nor why
they had come.

They came not because of
any deep love of Rivers but
rather because they fear
him. Rivers is powerful. He
is chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee,
a position which he acquired
only because of the accident
of being elected from a safe
congressional district and
sitting around until other
congressmen retired, were
defeated or died.

Thus, simply by waiting,
and thanks to the rule of
seniority, the man who was
frequently rushed to the nav-
al hospital to thaw out be-
came , the dispenser of poli-
tical power over the Navy,
the Army, the Air Force
and the Marines. The man
whom officers did not re-
spect was put in a position
where they .must respect
him.

As a result the brass hats
go much further than re-

specting Rivera.
Now they kowtow to him.
AND IT has paid off. It

has paid off for them, it has
paid off for Rivers, and it
has paid off for Charleston
businessmen. As to whether
it's paid off for the rest of
the nation, or for other nav-
al bases, ranging from
Portsmouth, N. H., which
Is being curtailed, to Brook-
lyn, whose Navy sard is be-
ing closed, or to Boston
whose Navy yard may be
closed, is another matter.

In previous Republican ad-
ministrations, the Charles-
ton navy yard was on the
list to be closed. But not
since Mendel! Rivers be-
came chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee.

From this position of pow-
er, Rivers has thumbed his
nose both at Secretary Mc-
Namara and at President
Johnson. He made mince-
meat out of McNamara's
move to curtail the cushy re-
serve duty for congressmen,
kicked McNamara's plan to
amalgamate the Reserves
with the National Guard in-
to a cocked hat and told
President Johnson to go
jump into Charleston Bay
when LBJ tried to hold the
military pay raise down to
the same level as the civil-
Ian pay raise. Instead, Riv-
ers rammed through a 10
per cent hike for the mill'
tary, while civilians are get-
ting around 3 per cent.

From a part vanished slmost everywhere are the tokens

o! continuity thaf mean much to a people who treasure tra-
dition. The widower King,
who will soon be S3, is not
in residence now. He is in

•Rome, - incognito, as the
Count of Grlpihohn indulg-
ing in one. of his greatest
joys. That is to dig in the
Etruscan ruins near Rome,
for he is a passionate arch-
aeologist who could rank as
a professional.

When he is in Stockholm
he visits at least once a
week the new Museum of
Asian Art containing dis-
tinguished collections put to-
gether by Swedish travelers
over many years and he
knows with a practiced eye
how the bronzes and the
ceramics of the ancient-past
are being assembled. Des-
pite tbe loss of the heir to
the throne many years ago
in an airplane accident, the
succession is assured. The
King's grandson, Crown
Prince Carl Gustav, will
succeed him.

THE GOVERNMENT, too,
is stable and the same par-
ty has been in power for
33 years. During World War
II, and briefly at other
times, the Social-Democrats
have been in coalition with
parties on the right. But
while their margin Is small
the Laborites have exer-
cised the real authority
over a span of time that
bas seen the tides of
change sweep away so
much.

The Socialists won the
last election on their pro-
posal to expand the old age
pension system raising the
level to what is said to be
the highest in the world.
Eventually when the system
is fully in force the citizen
who retires at the age of
67 will receive a pension
equivalent to about three-
fourths of his average wage
over the 15 best years of
his working life. Nor is
there any restriction on how
much he may earn over
and above his pension.

THIS 18 the culmination
ef the Welfare state -
Sweden's middle way —
that has stirred so much
debate sot only here but
around the world. It be-
came an issue in the recent
West German elections with
Willy Brandt and his So-
cial-Democrats saying they
would follow the Swedish
pattern if they came to pow-
er and bring cradle-to-the-
grave security. The Christ-
ian Democrats, who won by
a comfortable margin, re-
plied that they wanted no
more welfarism than Ger-
many already has, which
Is' considerable. Suicides,
sin, drunkenness — these
are the fruits of Sweden's
welfarism — the overpro-
tectlon of an overprotec-
Uve state, critics say. No
less distinguished a critic
than former President Eisen-
hower took this line in a
public attack based on a
document that had been put
in his hands. Visiting Stock-
holm later, he made a public
apology.

In a typically Swedish
pamphlet "For and Against
the Welfare State," United
Nations statistics are used
to refute the charges. The
U.N. figures on suicides for
1961 show Sweden eighth in
the list of nations, with just
under 17 suicides per 100,000
people. Hungary, Austria,
Finland, Denmark, Japan,
Switzerland, West Germany
had higher rates. The
pamphlet quotes an analysis
by an American professor to
show that if there is any
correlation between welfar-
ism and suicide it leads to
a decrease in the rate.

ON THE CONSUMPTION
of alcohol, the figures show
that Sweden Is eighth, with
France in the lead and the
United States fifth and West
Germany fourth. When the
restrictive system severely
limiting the purchase of
hard liquor and wines was
removed 10 years ago, con-
sumption went up sharply.
But lt has slncle leveled off
to roughly the earlier rate.
Measuring sin is difficult

but the Swedes are convinc-
ed they are no more sinful
îhan other peoples' and
from the viewpoint of
crimes of violence Stock*
holm must be one of the
safest cities in the world,

Typically, the pamphlet
includes the number of stu-
dents of a wide range of
subjects from social and
economic sciences to langu-
ages and music and moral
education. The number of
students in 1962 was about
one million of which is one-
eighth of Sweden's popu-
lation and the number has
increased since then. This
conveys a picture of an
earnest hard working people
thirsting after knowledge in
these state-supported study
groups from the farthest
north beyond the Arctic
Circle to the southernmost
tip of the peninsula.

YET FOR ALL the pro-
tective cover of high pros-
perity and inclusive welfar-
ism in a country that has
managed by good luck and
good management to stay
at peace for a century and
a half, the winds of change
blow here too. The Swedes
ask themselves w h e t h e r
they are too secure. Is
there enough challenge to
stimulate the young, or are
they too complacent and in-
terested only in getting a
small car, a motor boat and
a place in the system that
will insure comfortable re-
tirement when the time
comes?

These disturbing ques-
tions show that the worm of
discontent is present in the
apple of accord that shines
so brightly on the surface:
Whether, with the pressures
of inflation and the rapid
rise in taxes to meet in-
creased welfare costs, rad-
ical change is bound to
come, no one can say. But
the architects of the wel-
fare state—the skillful man-
agers o ĝovernment long in
power—are confident they
can adjust to change as
they have in the past.

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BACK IN 1807, • visiter to the North
West Co.'s trading post on Leech Lake re-
ported that "hunter's meat is scarce in
this country." The fact is that the Indians
of that era frequently endured the pangs
of privation due to the scarcity of game. The
early explorers found them a lean and hun-
gry lot.

Strangely enough the supply o( game
upon which the Indian depended has great-
ly Increased with the coming of civiliza-
tion. The aborigines would be astonished
with the number of deer that now roam
the country they onco called their own.

Because of the relentless crusade that
the white man has waged against wolves
and other predators the deer population
has been growing In surprising fashion. A
recent bulletin of the Wisconsin Conserva-
tion Commission notes that deer that once
inhabited only the northern regions of that
state are now seen in every part of Wiscon-
sin. And their numbers appea r to be in-
creasing despite the-heavy annual toll tak-
en by hunters.

In 1964, during the nine-day hunting sea-
son, some 355 ,000 sportsmen shot 93,445
deer in our neighboring state. Bow and ar-
row hunters accounted for another 3, 164.
And more than 5,000 were accidentall y
killed by automobiles.

THIS WOULD SEEM to indicate that
the "happy hunting ground" that the In-
dians dreamed of in the land beyond the
setting sun has become a commonplace
reality in the earthly world of their suc-
cessors.

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New Crisis in
Indonesia Well
Run by Army

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) -

If your travel agent can't Come
up with any other intriguing
suggestion, try a coup crisis in
Indonesia.

It's well run by the army,
with a minimum of inconven-
iences to the public during tbe
day. At night there is no diffi-
culty — the capital is locked up
tight at 7 p.m. '

Tour groups can catch a dem-
onstration or the burning of
some Communist headquarters
almost daily. The time schedule
varies.

A demonstration or burning is
well organized. Troops are on
hand to keep anyone from inter-
fering with the demonstrators.
They step in only if it looks as if
someone will get hurt.

Americans and British will
find a pleasant change in Jakar-
ta. New signs appearing in the
city do not read, "Down With
Capitalism" and, "Crush the
Imperialists and Neocolonial-
ism."

The fences have teen freshly
painted with "Kill Aidit" and
"Crush the PKI." D.N. Aidit is
the Communist boss and PKI is
the designation of the Indone-
sian Communist party.

The U.S. Embassy now is a
pleasant place to visit. Demon-
strators passing by used to
shout threats. Now they are
heard to say, "Long live Ameri-
ca." It is so peaceful that the
government does not even rein-
force the guard at the U.S. Em-
bassy when a demonstration is
scheduled in the city.

Taxis will take you to any
part of the city — provided
streets have not been blocked
off by armored cars or obstruct-
ed by soldiers on their daily
rounds of arresting Commu-
nists.

President Sukarno's palace,
one of the many he has around
Indonesia, is a little difficult to
Bee.

Barbed-wire barricades sur-
round it, front and back. The
streets are securely blocked off.

Accomodations are excel-
lent at the plush Hotel Indone-
sia. Of course you cannot tele-
phone anywhere outside the ho-
tel because communications
have not been restored since the
coup. Room service is limited.
Laundry facilities are slow. The
main dining room and coffee
shop are operating. The one bar
does a roaring business.

The hotel has a captive au-
dience from 7 p.m. to 6 a.m.
The longer you stay in the hotel
the better acquainted the resi-
dents become. Strangers say
hello to each other like old
friends solely because they see
each other day in and day out.

A guest with no place to go
keeps pacing the lobby and
shopping arcade to keep the
waistline down.

Entertainment is provided In
the dining room by a folk sing-
er, an Indonesian dance troupe
and a band. Guests do not have
to stay long before they are
singing along with the folk sing-
er or repeating the Indonesian
dances without a misstep.

Money is a little hard to han-
dle but if rupiahs are kept in 10,-
000 denominations, pockets and
purses do not bulge too much.
The rate is 17,300 rupiahs to $1.

Planes fly In and out of Jakar-
ta almost daily. One word of
caution to the traveler: Boob
your outward passage early.
More passengers are leaving
than arriving.

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General's Complaints
Outdated, Officials Say
WASHINGTON (AP) - A U.S.

Marine general's letter com-
plaining of insufficient forces
and authority in Viet Nam was
written last July before Presi-
dent Johnson ordered the big
military build-up, Marine and
defense officials said today.

Thus, they told a reporter, the
views expressed by Major Gen.
Lewis W. Walt have been over-
taken by events and are obso-
lete, these officials said.

There was no direct word
here as to whether Walt, com-

manding general of the 3rd
Marine Division in Viet Nam,
has changed his views.

However, one knowledgeable
Marine Corps source said, "I am
6ure he has different feelings
now."

Publication of Walt's letter
Tuesday caused a stir at high
levels in the Pentagon.

It was reported that Secretary
of Defense Robert S. McNama-
ra asked for an explanation
when it came to his attention.

A check was made by the

Navy Department and the
Marine Corps and McNamara
was told that the letter was a
personal one addressed to
friends and family and was old
stuff.

This apparently satisfied Mc-
Namara.

Official pronouncements by
military and civilian officials
must be cleared in advance for
security and policy considera-
tions.

Letters to friends and family,
even though they may be made
public by some of the receivers,
are not in this category and
Walt is not being held responsi-
ble for release of the letter.

Actually, there are some high
military officials who still /be-
lieve much more should be done
in Viet Nam, including a far
greater military build-up than
the 148,000 Americans now there
and bombing of more important
targets in North Viet Nam such
as the capital city of Hanoi.

In his letter, which appeared
in a publication of the 3rd
Marine Division Association,
Walt wrote: "We have neither
the forces nor the -authority to
do the entire job under the
present policy guidance that we
operate within.

"I think the free world will
soon have to decide whether or
not we are going all the way in
order to win this conflict."

Yankee Stay
Sentiment, Too

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia
(AP) — The storm over Amelia
can military involvement in
South Viet Nam isn't , blowing
just one way in Southeast Asia.

Along with gusts of criticism
against the United States, there
is a current of "Yankee, stay"
sentiment.

Wellsprings of support for
American policy are Thailand,
the Philippines, Malaysia and
Laos, whose governments and
people feel their future is close-
ly linked with the fate of South
Viet Nam.

One Malaysian observer cau-
tions: "If Viet Nam goes Com-
munist, for us there may be no
tomorrow."

The most strident opposition
to U.S. involvement has come
from Indonesia and Cambodia,
which have bonds with Commu-
nist China and North Viet Nam.

Indonesian President Sukarno
has condemned what he calls
American "intervention and
aggression'-' in South Viet Nam.
It remains to be seen whether
the recent crisis in Jakarta,
with tbe solidifying of army
power there, will mute Indone-
sia's anti-U.S. outcry.

Little change, if any, can be
expected in the attitude of Cam-
bodia. Its chief of state, Prince
Norodom Sihanouk, sees China
as the eventual victor.

Sihanouk is both scornful and
angry toward the United States
and what he calls the "pretend-
ed government" in Saigon. He
broke relations with Washington
last May after accusing U.S.-
Vietnamese forces of intruding
into Cambodian territory —
where the Viet Cong are said to
take refuge.

Singapore, Southeast Asia's
newest independent state, has
taken a somewhat less than
warm line toward the American
effort in Viet Nam. Its premier,
Lee Kuan Yew, is pessimistic
about U.S. ability to sweep back
the Communist tide. He claims
Americans know nothing about
Southeast Asia — "that's why
they are in a mess."

But in the Philippines, Thai-
land and Malaysia, official and
popular opinion are running in
favor of America's presence in
South Viet Nam and its air
strikes against the Red North.

The Thais, in fact, think the
Americans could have moved in
a bit earlier.

Thailand's Communist-hating
Foreign Minister Thanat Kho-
man advocates "careful use of
armed force" to prevent a Com-
munist takeover in Viet Nam
and eventually in all of South-
east Asia.

A long border with Laos has
put Thailand close to the Indo-
China firing line. The feeling in
Bangkok is that if Viet Nam
falls, Laos will fall too, and
Thailand also

Thanat Khoman believes that,

faced with American military
power, the Communists "are
beginning to feel that they can-
not get what they want. There is
no other way to stop aggres-
sion."

Although Thai military lead-
ers say they need all their
armed strength to meet threats
developing along their own bor-
ders, Thailand has pitched in
with some active help for the
American-Viet Nam effort , in-
cluding use of airfields.

The Thai air force has trained
some 30 South Vietnamese pi-
lots, and promises more of the
same. Thai medical and devel-
opment project teams are oper-
ating in South Viet Nam.
Similar aid is being supplied by
the Philippines whose foreign
secretary, Mauro Mendez, is
known to feel that no action tak-
en by the United States in Viet
Nam could be too strong. Nei-
ther President Diosdado Maca-
pagal nor his chief opponent,
Ferdinand Marcos, has made
Viet Nam an issue in their cam-
paigns for Nov. 9 presidential
elections. A reliable private poll
recently showed that 76 per .cent
of the Filipinos cheer for the
Americans in Viet Nam, with
only a few of the remaining 24
per cent actually in opposition.

Malaysia's Prime Minister
Abdul Rahman is a vocal sup-
porter of America's policy.

Although elements in his gov-
ernment would like to see Ma-
laysia take a more neutral
stand — in keeping with the
country's efforts to win Afro-
Asian friendship — Rahman
insists the United States has no
alternative but to figbt.

"It is clear that the Commu-
nists .were the aggressors. It is
wrong to speak of American
intervention," he says.

Rahman notes that Malaysia,
while saddled with its own de-
fense problems' involving hostile
Indonesia, is throwing open mil-
itary centers to South Vietnam-
ese personnel for training in
jungle warfare. He recently
welcomed Vietnamese Premier
Marshal Nguyn Cao Ky.

The influential Straits Times,
which does not hesitate to twit
the United States on other mat-
ters, has praised President
Johnson's Viet Nam decisions.

In neutralist Burma, which
shares a frontier with Commu-
nist China, there has been criti-
cism of U.S. policy — and also
of North Viet Nam's refusal to
negotiate a peaceful settlement.
Burmese condemnation of
"power bloc" competition in
Viet Nam cuts two ways.

Sergeant Gets

Tourist Spending Abroad Not as Bad as Feared

NEW YOBK (AP) - Ovei>
seas tourist spending by Ameri-
cans apparently has done less to
increase potential dollar claims
of foreigners on U.S. gold than
was feared.

The final accounts on the
summer spending by tourists

are not settled yet, but Federal
Reserve statistics for the sum-
mer months through August
provide some clues to the im-
pact of overseas travel on the
nation's worrisome dollar out-
flow.

It is the drain of dollars due to
the nation's persistent balance
of payments deficit that has

brought the total gold supply
down -to $14.9 billion from $21.7
billion a decade ago.

In that name period foreign
holdings of dollars — each a
claim on sold — have accumu-
lated. At the end of August total
holdings of dollars by foreigners
amounted to $28.4 billion. Of the
total a little more than $5 billion

represented U.S. deposits" with
the International Monetary
Fund and other international
they are U.S. goverment as-
sets.

Of the remaining $23.4 billion,
Europe held $11.3 billion; Latin
America, $3.8 billion; Canada,
$2.7 billion; Asia, $5 billion, and
the remainder was in Africa or

other parts of the world.
The United States guarantees

to exchange gold for dollars at
the fixed rate of $36 an ounce.
Therefore, every dollar in for-
eign hands represents a poten-
tial claim on U.S. gold.

Of all the potential claims,
those in Europe pose the real
problem. That is the only area

of the world where dollars in
excess of day-to-day trade needs
have* accumulated.

Europe — notably France and
West Germany — has been the
region which has converted the
most dollars to gold, taking
some $1.6 billion in gold during
the past 12 months alone.

The government has been

rying to curb the deficits which
lead to the gold reduction. As
part of their over-all concern
about overseas spending, U.S.
government officials have ex-
pressed considerable worry
about the level of tourist spend-
ing.

That concern focused tbe at-
tention of economists on the
summer months to determine if
tourist spending would de as
great as anticipated, thus lead-
ing to an unusual buildup of dol-
lars in foreign hands.

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Death Takes a Holiday in San Quentin

SAN QUENTIN, Calif. (AP)

— tpeath Is taking a strangeholiday.ra California.
The little green-walled, two-chair gas chamber in San Queh-tin State Prison — where fourwomen and 190 men have paidwith their lives for crimes —

has executed no one in almost
three years.

. Death row, originally set up to
house 34 condemned men, now
has 47. Two have been there
more than eight years.

Twenty more also would be
there were it not for appeals
now part of a courtroom logjam

likely to prolong the moratori-
um on executions indefinitely.

There's an Irony In this. Gov.
Edmund G. Brown tried to get
the legislature to abolish capital
punishment. It wouldn't do it.
Then he asked for a moratorium
on executions. The legislature

turned him down. Now, in ef-
fect, he has it anyway.

The last execution was on
Jan. 23, 1963. Since then a
steady buildup of death row in-
mates has conformed to the rou-
tine of being locked up 20%
hours out of 24 in 4%-x-ll-foot
cells." Under armed guard, the

condemned men exercise the
other 3% hours in a fenced en-
closure. Their view of the world
outside is what they see on tele-
vision screens at night.

"The absence of executions In
California for nearly three
years is primarily the result of

various court decisions Includ-
ing the Morse, Dorado and Grif-
fin decisions," explained Walter
Dunbar, director of the Califor-
nia Department of Corrections.

He capsuled these State Su-
preme Court rulings:

"Morse decision — During the
penalty trial — in California the

penalty Is determined in a trial
separate from that on the ver-
dict — no reference can be
made to the fact that men with
life sentences are eligible for
parole in seven years.

"Dorado decision — A suspect
must be informed of his right to
remain silent, his right to an
attorney and the fact that any-
thing he says may be used
against him In court.

"Griffin decision — No ref-
erence can be made In court to

the defendant's failure to testify
on the witness stand."

Since the Jan. 7, 1964 Morse
decision, rendered In the case of
a San Diego teen-ager convicted
of killing his mother with a rock
and his sister with a baseball
bat , there have been 26 penalty
reversals based on it. Eleven
killers have been retried and
all back on death row.

A large group attended the
51st annual Thankoffering
meeting of the Women's Fel-
lowship of First Congregational
Church Wednesday afternoon at
the home of Mrs. Ward Lucas,
Holler Hill. Each year Mrs.
Lucas opens her home for this
meeting, carrying on a tradi-
tion begun by her mother.

MRS. ROBERT Forsythe,
president, extended >a wel-
come. She introduced Mrs.
Herman Curtis who gave the de-
votions, reading a portion of a
sermon by Dr. Martin Goslin.
Mrs. Harold Rekstad introduced
the guest speaker, the Rev.
Gale Wolf , director of public
relations at the Winnebago
Children's Home, Neillsville,
Wis., who told of the work be-
ing done at the home and school
for mentally disturbed children.

Rev. Wolf emphasized, the
plight of the American Indian
and the injustices of the past.
He cited the responsibility of
this country to this race, and
gave a brief historical sketch of
the home which was started in
1921.

Originally the Indians of the
area were taken from their
woodlands to the Nebraska
plains, he said. Eventually,
many of them wandered back
to the Lake Winnebago area.

The home cares for children
in all degrees of disturbed
minds. On tbe top floor is tbe
Winnebago department, quar-
ters for the youngest in chron-
ological age and social develop-
ment. The Osceola department
houses children between the
ages'of 7 and 10, while the
Seneca department is for the
older children.

THE MORNING Star Home
for girls, which is on the cam-
pus, and the Hiawatha Home
for boys at Marshfield also
provide group-living experience,
Rev. Wolf said. There are
over 100 children In the Win-
nebago Home program. Aver-
age cost per child is around $450
per month. Though the home
is largely church supported,
funds from county and state
are sometimes available.

While most of the children
are of the Indian race, white
and Negro children also are ac-
cepted. Each child, whether
taken for a short or long term,
is given a complete psycholog-
ical evaluation. They are refer-
red to the home by parents,
teachers, clergy, county offi-

cials and juvenile courts.
When advisable, many of the

children attend the public
schools. Four specially quali-
fied teachers in the home take
care of individual education dif-
ficulties. In addition, the per-
sonnel includes a clinical psy-
chologist, a consulting psychol-
ogist, a psychopathologist, a
social worker and five part-time
social workers.

A question and answer per-
iod followed Mr. Wolf's talk.

Store Location

All the possible sites for a
temporary Randall's supermar-
ket which he had investigated
through Wednesday "have a lot
of problems," according to Ran-
dall's manager James F.
Hogue.

However, if he can find a
building by Friday, Hogue said,
he should still be able to reopen
about a week afterwards, which
is as early as he had hoped to
do so.

MEANWHILE, Hogue said,
the owners of the destroyed
Randall's building in the
Westgate Shopping Center re-
ceived an estimate today for re-
construction expected to take
about 90 days.

If the contractor and the own-
ers can agree today, a new Ran-
dall's store building could be
done by early February, Hogue
believes.

Workers clearing the charred
interior of the old Randall's
building should finish today,
Hogue said, meaning that con-
struction could begin almost im-
mediately. First, however, the
burned building must be torn
down, he added.

The building's roof had
buckled in the intense heat of
the Sunday afternoon fire.

Hogue said that the only
thing which will be salvaged
from the old store will be
its floor trenches for refrig-
eration and electrical lines.

The supermarket's entire
stock of canned goods was tak-
en to the city dump, and all the
other merchandise stocks as
well as equipment and fixtures
are being junked, Hogue said,
He added that bis early esti-
mate of damage at $800,000 ap-
pears to be pretty accurate.

THE GOLD BOND stamp re-
demption center has opened in
a temporary location at 903 W.
5th St., Hogue said. A stock of
premium goods was ordered
Wednesday and should arrive
early next week, according to
Hogue.

Hogue said that the "prob-
lems" which afflicted all of the
buildings he had viewed through
Wednesday included lack of
parking, inadequate open floor
space and the like.

He hopes to announce Friday
that he has gotten a temporary
site, however, Hogue said.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Great
Lakes Gas Transmission Co.,
Wilmington, Del., is proposing
to construct a $211.7 million
pipeline across the northern
United States to transport na-
tural gas from western to east-
ern Canada, the Power Commis-
sion announced today.

The 989-mile pipeline would be
built -in two segments, 157 miles
in 1966 and 832 miles in 1967.

WHITEHALL. Wis. (Special)

tour.

Tbe tour began on the La
Verne Sonsalla farm in Tam-
8 rack Valley near Arcadia.
There they viewed a toe-wall
constructed to control a water-
way. The toe-wall reduces the
prade and also was constructed
to prevent a Riilly lip from Roi-
ing back into the newly con-
structed waterway. A water re-
tention dam was constructed 1,-
600 feet up from the toe-wall to
control the water from the 153-
acre watershed area back of the
structure.

AT THE Clarence Wicka farm
in Latsch Valley, rural Arcadia ,
they saw two gully control
structures erected to control a
huge gully which had lips 30
feet deep. They control 155
acres of watershed area and are
of a drop inlet type. One was
constructed in 1954 and the oth-
er in the fall of 1965, A total
of 24 .500 cubic yards of com-
pacted fill was used in these
two retention dams. The area
between the two structures has
been shaped to a permanent
waterway.

At the Bernard Wood farm
near Galesville , they viewed
four carthern dams that were
constructed by Wood and a re-
tention dam with a pipe which
was constructed by the Soil Con-
servation Service in 1963. This
structure controls the water
from 72 acres of watershed. In
]%6. the SCS plans to construct
a 1,600-foot waterway below the
retention dam.

At the Herman Dopp farm,
rural Galesville, they saw three
retention dams. The first, built
in 1962, controls a 54-acre
drainage watershed area with a
total of 4,000 cubic yards of fill.
The second, built in 1963, con-
trols a 70-acre watershed and
has 4,550 cubic yards of fill. The
third was built in 1964, using
15,600 cubic yards of fill and
controls 110 acres.

All three retention dams are
built with a drop inlet pipe and
were necessary so the SCS could
construct a waterway designed
to fit this problem area. With-
out these retention dams a wa-
terway would not have been
feasible because of the large
drainage area.

Committeemen were accom-
panied on the tour by Henrik
Herness. ASCS office manager;
Peter Bieri, county agent; Ed
Ausderau, farm management
agent; Henry Anderson, fores-
ter, and Henry Thompson, con-
servation technician.

Big Control Structures Checked

Farmers Urged
To Watch for
Shipping Fever

I ALMA , Wis. — Once you have
j unloaded newly transported cat-
tle in your lots , this doesn't
mean you can forget about the
problems of shipping fever in
these animals.

C. W. Burch, veterinarian at
the University of Wisconsin ,
says that when you get your
new cattle home, ' have them
take it easy for a few days.
Many of these cattle have never
had anything but grass , so pro-
vide them with just a light feed
of good hay for the fi rst few
days and keep them separated
from the animals already there.

Watch your cattle carefully,
If you notice any signs of cough-
ing, nasal discharge , weeping
eyes or any similar symptoms ,
isolate the affected cattle and
consult your local veterinarian
at once.

If the cattle were not vacci-
nated with Infectious Bovine
Rhinotrachetis vaccine before
they were loaded, it's a good
idea to have them vaccinated
about four days after they ar-
rive.

Burch says that your vete-
rinarian or county agent have
copies of these recommenda-
tions for preventing shipping
fever in cattle.

Fertilizing
Recommended
For fail Work

ALMA, Wis. - By fertilizing
your fields this fall ," you can
gain time on your field work
next spring, Archie Brovold,
Buffalo County agent, says.

"The major advantage of
fall fertilization is time and
labor," he notes. "In the faU
you may have more time for
this than you will have next
spring.

"Many commercial fertilizer
companies also "offer discounts
on fertilizer purchased in the
fall and in normal years, fields
are often more solid and better
able to support heavy spreading
equipment.

"It is particular advantage-
ous to apply phosphorus and
potash fertilizers in the fall.
These are not held by the soil
particles and there is little loss
from leaching.

"Nitrogen fertilizers, on the
other hand, may be leached
from the soil under conditions
of very heavy rainfall or in
light textured soils. If the rest
of the fall is dry it would be
safe to apply nitrogen to heav-
ier soils, but do not apply ni-
trogen to sandy soils in the fall.

"Amounts of fertilizer to ap-
ply can be best determined by
a soil test."

Wisconsin Farm
Wages Up Again

MADISON, Wis. - Wages
paid by Wisconsin farmera to
hired workers Oct. 1 continued
at an all-time high with the
index 4 percent above a year
ago. according to the Statistical
Reporting Service.

Total farm employment is be-
low a year ago, although there
was a slight increase in the
number of hired workers.

On Oct. 1 Wisconsin farmers
paid wages to hired workers
averaging $230 a month with a
house and $165 a month with

board and room. Workers by
the day received wages averag-
ing $8 with board and room
and $10 without board or room.
Hourly rates without board or
room averaged $1.25. All rates
except wages paid by the day
with board and room were high-
er than- a year ago.

During the last week ot Sep-
tember there were 248,000 per-
sons working on Wisconsin
farms. This number included
38,000 hired workers and 210,000
family workers, There were
13,000 or 5 percent fewer work-
ers on Wisconsin farms in the
iast week of September than
a year ago with a loss of 14 ,-
000 family workers and a gain
of 1,000 hired workers.

Land Value Rises
With Watershed,
Survey Shows

MADISON, Wis. — What hap-
pens to land values when a
flood control program comes
into a farming area of Wiscon-
sin?

That's the question studied by
Sydney Staniforth, University ol
Wisconsin, agricultural econ-
omist, and Rudolph Christian-
sen, of the U.S. Department oi
Agriculture. They studied Twin
Parks and Mill Creek watershed
projects in Iowa County.

The full answer can't be given
in dollars and cents, the agri-
cultural economists conclude
after a study of the entire water
shed project. But they did find
that 54 of the 340 farmers who
live on the flood plain of Mill
Creek have land which now can
be converted from pasture to
cropland as a result of the
flood control project. This
amounts to 437 acres of new
cropland or about 8 acres per
farm.

Converting pasture land to
cropland increased the value of
every acre about $25 for a total
increase of $11,000 for this land
in the flood plain.

This gain in value of crop-
land is probably only a small
part of the total benefit because
the increased crop acreage may
bring about a conversion of tbe
entire cropping and livestock
program on the farm. Another
benefits from the watershed
project is an increase in value
of land for non-farm uses, such
as hunting, fishing, camping
and other recreation.

Moldy Com
Can Poison
Your Livestock

MADISON, Wis. - Watch for
moldy corn. It can poison your
livestock!

That was a warning issued
by the Animal Health Division
of the Wisconsin Department of
Agriculture.

MOtDY CORN poisoning, de-
partment veterinarians pointed
out, is a term used to describe
several disease conditions in-
duced by eating moldy feeds.
Various kinds of fungi grow
on or in feeds and produce a
variety of diseases, it was
stated.

Corn, for example, may mold
in the field while it is growing
or after it is harvested. Molds
are frequently found in silage.

The effects of moldy feeds on
different species of animals
varies greatly, according to the
department. Birds are appar-
ently quite resistant to them,
but horses and ponies usually
develop signs of disturbance of
the central nervous system. In
severe cases, death follows and
liquefaction necrosis of the
brain is found on post-mortem
examination.
. Swine usually develop swell-
ing of the external organs and
the posterior opening of the
alimentary canal when fed
moldy corn. In some droves of
swine, there are extensive
losses.

In cattle, the signs of moldy
corn poisoning are often not
clearly defined, the report not-
ed. Decreased milk production
and appetite and general dis-
comfort are the usual clinical
findings.

SHEEP appear to be less re-
sistant to moldy corn poisoning
than cattle. Death losses with-
out clear cut signs are the
usual flock histories.

In nearly all animals, gastro-
enteritis is a common post-
mortem finding and while the
animal is alive there frequently
is diarrhea.

Cases of abortions have been
associated with moldy corn
toxicity, according to veterin-
arians. Animals usually eat less
or many completely refuse to
eat moldy corn. The lack of
feed consumption may cause
loss of weight in many cases.
This may be overcome, the vet-
erinarians suggest, by diluting
the amount of mold present in
the feed by mixing non-moldy
feed with the moldy material.

There is little that can be
done in cases where the corn
is moldy at time of harvest,
it was noted. The corn can be
fed to a few test animals and
its toxity determined. If no
clinical cases develop, the corn
may then be fed to the entire
herd.

HIGH MOISTURE com Is
likely to mold in storage, the
department said, especially if
warm weather prevails. When
possible, artificial drying is
suggested for this type of corn.
When this is impossible, the crib
should be adjusted to allow au-
to get to the corn on the inside
of the pile.

The report stated that it is
doubtful if converting moldy
corn into silage decreases its
toxicity. It is possible that mold
may develop after the corn is
put into the silo. Fungicides
may be used but they decrease
the palatability and may in
themselves be toxic to live-
stock.

Federal Crop Loan
Benefits Explained

Rules Detailed

I LEWISTON, Minn. - 'Ted- ,
eral crop loans offer one of the
greatest benefits available to
the farmer, yet they never
seem to be generally well un-
derstood," said Anthony Helm,
chairman of the Winona County
ASC Committee.

Loans are available to all
fanners on soybeans, oats, rye
and all grains. Eligibility on
corn, barley and sorghums are
limited to those in compliance
with the feed grain program,
and in the wheat program for
loans on wheat. In all casses the
farmer must have produced the
grain himself. Loans are even
available on honey, the chair-
nia ŝaid.

HEIM SAID the advantage of
government commodity loans is
the farmer can offer his grain
as collateral for a loan at an
interest rate of only 30 cents
per $100 per month. Contrary
to the belief of many, he does
not have to deliver the grain
to the government in settlement
of the loan.

A simple repayment plus in-
terest satisfies the loan and an-
other loan can later be taken
on the same bin of grain. This
process can be repeated as
many times as necessary up to
the final date for making loans
on the particular crop.

The chairman said there are
few farmers in need of money
who do not at least have a bin
of oats to offer as collateral for
a loan. Although loans on oats
are available at 59 cents a bush-
el, farmers have been selling
oats this fall for as little as
53 cents. Heim believes this
would not happen if the loan
program was properly under-
stood.

"IN TIMES past the farmer
was at the mercy of the mar-
ket," Heim said. "He had to
sell his grain at harvest time to
raise money to meet his obli-
gations. This results in flooding
of the market with depressed
prices. By taking an econom-
ical government loan on the
grain he can obtain money to
meet his current needs. Later,
when the market has recover-
ed, he can replay the loan and
make a profit by selling the
grain for what it is worth.

"This is an advantage for the
cash grain farmers, but it is
just as good for the dairyman
or the feeder who never expect
to sell a kernel of grain. They
can still offer their small grain
or corn as loan collateral, take
a loan, and repay when they
have sold stock or when dairy
income has risen.

"It is not necessary for the
farmer to repay his loan in one
full payment, as partial repay-
ments are permissible at any
time before loan maturity. Ma-
turity dates are March 31, 1966,
for wheat; April 30 for oats and
barley, and July 31 for corn and
soybeans.

"Getting a loan is a simple
process. It may be on grain
stored on the farm or in an ap-
proved warehouse. If the farm-
er wants a loan on grain stored
on the farm, he need only notify

his ASCS office or one of his
community committeemen. If
he prefers, he can go to the
ASCS office and make his ap-
plication, pay his $3 application
fee for the crop, and a com-
mitteeman will visit his farm
at once to inspect the grain and
determine the amount in the bin
or crib. The farmer then comes
to the office and gets his mon-
ey.

"THE FARMER can also not-
ify a committeeman who will
visit the farm and give the
farmer his worksheet. The
worksheet is then brought to the
office and the loan completed."

The application must be filed
no later than Jan. 31, 1966, for
oats and the loan taken no lat-

er than March 31. Barley ap-
plications must be filed by
March 31, and the loan also
taken by no later than that date.
Wheat loan applications must be
filed and the loan taken no lat-
er than Feb. 28, and soybeans
and corn loan applications
must be filed and the loan tak-
en no later than June 30.

The chairman added that the
application fee is not refund-
able should the producer later
decide not to take a loan. There
is a one-half cent per bushel
service charge on grains deliv-
ered to or acquired by CCC in
settlement of the loan.

In applying for a loan, the
farmer is never asked to state
the purpose for which the mon-
ey is to be used, Heim said.

Care of Tools
Preserves Them,
Agent Advises

ALMA, Wis. — The mark of
a good gardener is the proper
care of tools before winter stor-
age, said Albert Frankenstein,
Buffalo County 4-H agent.

"A few minutes spent on pre-
paring tools for winter may
add years to their life," he not-
ed.

"Rust is the worst thing on
tools. This may be prevented
by rubbing oil or a little wax on
your shovels, rakes, spades,
hoes and pruning tools. Fertil-
izer applicators should be clean-
ed, washed and oiled to prevent
corrosion.

"Chemical sprayers should be
cleaned according to container
directions of the last chemical
used. If you are not certain
which chemical was used last,
use a mixture of baking soda
or ammonia in water.

"Hang hoses on a curved sur-
face to prevent the development
of kinks. Be certain that all
water is out before storing by
blowing air through the hose."

4 Men Taken
Off Grounded
Lakes Tug

Married Men
With Children
Safe for Present

SAULT STE. MARIE . Mich.
(AP) — A lifeboat crew today
rescued four men from a
grounded and partially swamp-
ed tug in a daring rescue oper-
ation against 15-foot seas and
high winds.

The four were taken off the
80-foot Canadian Tug Miseford
that was shoved aground by 65
mile-an-hour winds along with a
barge it had under tow last
night.

Both vessels went aground at
the head of the St. Mary 's
River near Lake Superior.

The men were taken aboard a
26-foot motorized lifeboat from
the Canadian cutter Alexander
Henry, a 220-foot icebreaker.
They had waited nine hours for
rescue.

The men "appeared to be all
right ," said U.S. Coast Guard
Lt. Robert Holmes.

"Four men still aboard the
grounded barge were not In
danger," Holmes said. He said
these four would be rescued if
Coast Guard rescue coordina-
tors deem it necessary.

The barge and tug were own-
ed by A. B. McLean & Sons Ltd.
of Sault Ste. Marie, Ont.

Koufax Calls Season
His Most Gratifying

SANDY KOUFAX
More Pitching Honor

WINS CY YOUNG AWARD

LOS ANGELES (AP) - For
the Los Angeles Dodgers' Sandy
Koufax , the 1965 Cy Young
Award as baseball's best pitch-
er climaxed "the most gratify-
ing season I've ever had,"

The 29-year-old left-hander,
who pitched the Dodgers to the
National League pennant and a
victory in the World Series, was
notified of the award Wednes-
day.

It was the second time — the
first was 1963 — that Koufax
has been the recipient, and on
both occasions the vote was
unanimous.

"It was a great thrill the first
time," said the handsome bach-
elor, "and a greater thrill this
time.

"It was particularly satisfying
this year to win it in a league

which had so many good pitch-
ers. It was a pitchers' year."

In spring training Koufax
came up with an arthritic condi-
tion in his throwing elbow that
threatened his career, but the
Brooklyn native came back to
record the most Impressive sta-
tistics of his 11 years in the ma-
jor leagues.

He won 26 games, including
eight shutouts, in the regular
season and blanked the Min-
nesota Twins twice in the World
Series — the second a 2-0 clinch-
er in the decisive seventh game.

He recorded baseball's lowest
earned run average, 2.04, and
broke Bob Feller's season
strikeout record of 347 by fan-
ning 382.

His most striking achieve-
ment was a perfect game —
only the eighth in baseball histo-
ry — Sept 9 against the Chicago
Cubs. It was the fourth no-hltter
of Sandy's Illustrious career.

Commissioner Ford Frick,
when told of the selection by the
Baseball Writers Association o(
America, complimented Kou-
fax :

"The way Sandy has pitched
the last few years, his name
belongs right up there with Cy
Young as one of the great pitch-
ers of all times."

And Sandy's reaction?
"To be able to climax the sea-

son with a pennant and a world
championship is the greatest
thrill of all.

"To have this kind of year
and win this sort of award alter
wondering in the spring whether
I'd be able to pitch once a week
or at all just adds up to the
most gratifying season I've ever
had."
