2 Law Suits
Expected on
School Buses

ST. CLOUD, Mimn. (AP) —
Two lawsuits challenging the
constitutionality of Minnesota's
new Jaw permitting the trans-
portation of parochial school pu-
pils in public schoal buses are
expected to come before
Stearns County District Court
in January.

One suit was brought by Ted
K. Cornwell, a Lutheran, and
Nick Bell, a Catholic, both of
Cold Spring, against the Cold
Spring - St. Nicholas school dis-
trict and three school board

members, Ignatius Lutgen, Je-
rome Kollmann and Victor Wil-
lenbring.

The other test sult wag brought
by William Schulz, 5, and Gus-
tav Schulz, 65, both Cold Spring
farmers, against the same
school district and the same
school board members.

The two suits may be tried
jointly, but the court has not
ruled on this.

State Sen. Gordon Rosenmeier
Little Falls, is representing the
school district, while another
state scnator, Robert Dunlap
of Roachester, and Henry W,
Haverstock  Jr., Minneapolis,
are representing the plaintiffs
in the two suits,

The test suits, anficipated by
the 1%5 Legislature when it
passed the law, will be heard
by a district court judge with.

Johnson also said that ‘“hoth
of our positions have been clear-
ly, fairly and accurately stated”
and that he expected to continue
to meet regularly with Martin.

Specifically, the Federal Re-
serve Board authorized an in-
crease from 4 to 4.5 per cent in
the discourt rate on interest
charge by regional Federal Re-
serve banks on loans to member
commercial banks, and an in-
crease in the maximum interest
banks may pay on specified
time deposits of more than 30
days from 4.5 per cent to an all-
time peak of 5.5 per cent.

MANILA (AP) — A series of
fires broke out on the U.S. air-
craft carrier Kitty Hawk in the
South China Sea Monday, but
the 76,700-ton ship continued to
launch planes for strikes against
Communist North Viet Nam aft-
‘er only a brief interruption.

Two sailors died of smoke in-

halation and 28 others and a
civiian were overcome as
heavy black smoke poured
through the carrier’s working
and living spaces below decks,
the Navy said, Nine of the in-
jured returned to duty almost
immediately, and the rest were
being treated aboard the ship.

Hank Curth, a newsman for
the National Broadcasting Co.
who was aboard the Kitty
Hawk, said fire broke out in a
machinery room next fo an am-
munition magazine while the
ship was refueling from a tank-
er alongside.

BLUE EARTH, Minn. (AP)—
Apprentice Seaman Billy Hoop-
er, 23, son of Mr. and Mrs. Clyde
Hooper of Blue Earth, was one
of two sailors who died of smoke
inhalation Monday when fire
broke out ahoard the aircraft
carrier Kitty Hawk off Viet
Nam.

Hooper's parents were In-
formed by the Defense Depart-
ment of his death. His mother
said she was informed he was
on duty in the carrier's engine-
room when the fire broke out.

24 YEARS AGO TODAY

Remember Pear

PEARI, HARBOR (AP) —
Just before 8 o'clock on a sunny
Sunday morning 24 years ago
today, an aircraft skimmed low
over Pearl Marbor.

A 23-year-old ensign aboard
the USS Oklahoma, onc of cight
battleships moored in the har-
bor that day, saw it.

The young officer from Ba-
tavia, N.Y. — just 18 months out
of the Naval Academy — had
just gone om watch ‘topside.’ lle
gave the plane only a passing
glance as it zoomed overhead.
Low-flying planes were com-
monplace,

Then hell broke lgose.

Today Capt. Sidney Sherwin

was to visit the memorial strad-
dling the sunken hulk of the bat-
tleship Arizona and pay tribute
to those of his comrades who
lost their lives on Dec. 7, 1941,

Sherwin, 47, now holds a top
job at Pearl Harbor Naval

Shipyard and lives in Honolulu
with his wife, the former Jane
Blewilt of Newport News, Va,,
and their three children. He lost
10 classmates in the 1941 attack
— three on the Oklahoma and
seven on the Arizona.

More than 1,100 U.S. Navy
men remain entombed in  the
sunken Arizona. Another 900
were killed on other ships, 1,700
were Injured, and eight battle-
ships were sunk or disabled.

One of those which capsized
was Sherwin's ship, the Oklaho-
ma. Some 400 members of the
crew were killed.

Sherwin, recalling the morn-
ing's events, sald the plane he
spotted came in so low *I could
see the oil stain on the engine,
and the pllet looking out over
the side.”

But he said he didn’t see the
“meathull” the Japanese

Rising Sun emblem — on the
side *“*and I douht whether it
would have meant much at the
time if 1 had.”

Thens the bombs began going
off.

Sherwin said there was a lot
of “milling around” but some-
one quickly gol on the bhullhorn
to sound general quarters.

“We headed forward to our
battle stations and got into offi-
cers’ quarters,” Sherwin re-
called. “I felt the first explo-
slon, then there were a number
of others. We went up a ladder
throngh an escape hateh."

Sherwin  sald  that as  he
reached topside, the bhaltleship
hegan to roll slowly over on its
side and scltle in the mud, e
said he neatly stacked his
watch, wallet, shoes, and part of
his uniform on the capsized ves-
sel, then jumped into the olly
water with two sailors,

Soviefs Raise
Defense Budget
By 5 Percen

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Union announced a 5 per cent
increase In its defense budget
today because of what the fi-
nance minister called ‘“condi-
tions of international danger.”

Finance Minister Vasily Gar-
buzov told the Supreme Soviet
(parliament) that 13.4-billion ru-
bles will be spent on defense in
1966.

That is more than $14.8 billion
at the offlcial exchange rate
and 600-million rubles ($666 mil-
lion) more than the announced
figure for 1965.

Many Western experts consld-
er that the Soviet defense bud-
get does not give an accurate
picture of Soviet military spend-
ing since it does not cover all
of the items normally included
in the defense budgets of West-
ern countrios

But so far as I am aware,
these plans have not been made
yet, and these decisions have
not heen made.”’

All this, coupled with his Sun-
day statement, seemed io sug-
gest that Johnson will wait a
while before making the deci-
sions or, at least, will keep them
under his hat until Congress
reconvenes next month,

The 1st Cavalry, a special air
mobile ouifit, has 428 helicop-
ters to lift its troopers. The
Army’'s Ist Infantry Division,
though not called air mobile,
has 97 hclicopters. Chopper
companies are available to oth-
er U.S. ground combat forces.

The expanded U.S. buildup,
officials saisl probably will in-
clude additional combat ecle-
ments. But they said that there
still is a need for support troops
to round out the U.S. force.

American servicemen in Viet
Nam now total about 165,700,
and there is speculation that the
buildup wi!l reach 300,000 and
maybe even more.

Supreme Court

Hears Obscene
Liferature Case

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court takes up today
the ticklish problem of cbscene
literature snd ‘the delicate bal-
ance between censorship and
freedom ot expression.

A legal thicket that has en-
meshed courts and book sellers

across the land . the obscenity
question comes before the court
in the form of three separate
appeals from. lower court ban.

Book dealers and civil liber-

ties grouns will be watching to
see how the court rules on the
cases and whether it alters its
eight-year-old standard for de-
termining what is obscene. lit-
erature, :
~ There was no clue as the jus-
tices began- the hearings as to
whether a change is in the off-
ing. But t~ fact that the court
agreed to hear the appeals
means the standard is wndergo-
ing reexamination, .

Last 4 Decrees of

Ecumenical Council
Proclaimed by Pope

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Paope
Paul VI proclaimed the last four
decrees of the Vatican Ecumen-
jeal Council today and promised
the questions it did not answer—
such as birth control — would
not be put aside after the three-
year-old council ends Wednes-
day. ) o

. The bishops of the Roman
Catholic Church took final for-
mal votes on each of the decress
in a public council session in St.
Peter's Basilica. All were ap-
proved, and the 'controversial
documents on religious liberty
and modern world problems re-
ceived even bigger majorities
than in earlier work sessions.

Pope Paul then promulgated
the documents. The religious lib-
erty. declaration and the 36,000-
word statement on modern
world problems — denouncing
nuclear warfare and keeping
open the question of birth con-
trol — were milestones for the
Roman Catholic Church.  They

tcommitted it to a more open,

more accommodating relation-
ship with the world around it.
The modern world statement
did not alter Roman Catholic
teaching on birth control but left
the way open for future changes.

Apparently allnding to this and
other questions, Pope Paul said
in a discourse:

“If quite a few questions
raised during the course of the
council itself still await approp-
riate answers, this shows that
its labors are now coming to a
close not out of weariness but
in a state of vitality. ..

“In the post-conciliar period
this vitality will apply, Ged will-
ing, its generous and well-regu-
lated energies to the study of
such questions.”.

The council session was also
historic in ancther respect. Pope
Paul here and Patriarch Athen-
agoras in Istanbul made simul-
taneous declarations canceling
excommunications that led to
the break between the Roman
and Orthodox churches nine cen-
turies ago.

The religious liberty declara-
tion was approved by a vote of

In working sessions of the

the modern world schema and
249 objected to the religious lib-
erty declaration.

~ The other two decrees prom-
ulgated today were on mission-
ary activity, (approved 2,394-5),
and on the priestly life, (ap-
proved 2,390-4).

The four council decree round-
ed out the vast modernization
plan produced by the council
since Pope John XXIII opened it
in St. Peter’s on Oct, 11, 1962.

They brought to 16 the number
of documents issued by the coun-
cil, The 16 decrees provide a
blueprint for the renovation of
the Church,

The last four decrees deal
with some of the most crucial
problems of all, affecting the
Roman Church’s relations with
non-Catholics and outlining its
stand on issues ranging from
birth control to nuclear war.

The religious liberty declara-
tion repeats the traditional
teaching that Catholicism is the
one true faith and that whoever
believes this must embrace it.
But it declares, among other
things, that no one must be
forced to accept a faith he does
not believe in, that governments
are obliged to ensure religious

)freedom for all, that parents

have a right to give their chil-
dren a religious education and a
right to share in whatever
school subsidies governments
make available.

The decree on problems of the
modern world states that all
forms of racial, social and reli-

crushed.

1t calls for a prudent dialogue
between Roman Catholicism
and atheists. It does not con-
demn communism but makes
clear that the dialogue must be
with Communists as well as
with other nonbelievers.

On war and peace, the docu-
ment asserts that legitimate
self defense cannot be denied
nations. But it warns against
the danger of stockpiling nu-
clear weapons,

It insists on progressive, con-
trolled and guaranteed disarma-
ment.

On bhirth control, the decree
reminds Catholics that they
must not use methods forbidden
by the Church. But it opens the
way to a new approach by
stressing conjugal love along
with procreation as an aim of
marriage and stating that “fur-
ther diligent study is slill need-
ed” on the question of artificial
methods of contraception.

The decree on missionary ac-
tivity enjoins Catholic mission-
aries to collaborate with non-
Catholic Christians and to avoid
a “senseless rivalry” in mission
areas.

The council's decree on the
priestly life reaffirms the doc-
trine of celibacy for priests.

Since 1950, 17 of the city's 47 motor ve-

~ hicle fatalities have taken place at Mil-

waukee Railroad grade crossings. Three

- have been on crossings with signal lights
flashing — claiming seven lives. '

ALL OF WHICH points to one major

factor — the number of these fatalities can
be reduced by eliminating some of the lit-
tle-needed crossings. on stub streets, by
forcing the railroad to install more signal
- lights, and by a program of overpasses
and underpasses on such thoroughfares as
West Broadway, Main, Franklin Street and
Mankato Avenue.

Such objectives should be foremost in
the thinking of members of all governmen-
tal bodies responsible for public highway
and rail safety. - -

Perhaps a good place to start would be
the elimination of the Highway 43 cross-
ing by construction of an overpass. The
Minnesota Railroad and Warehouse Com-
mission could order such construction to be
done jointly by the railroad and state High-

Record as Prophet

~Is a Bit Tarnished §

By DAVID LAWRENCE

WASHINGTON — President Johnson likes to
make rosy forecasts about business conditions,
but his record ms a prophet is a bit tarnished
by his prediction last January that federal

budget spending would not go beyond $100 bil-

lion. Now, with only five months gone by in
the current fiscal year, the White House is ad-
mitting that budget spending will rise to be-
tween $105 and $107 billion, and that the defi-
cit will run somewhere between $7 and $8 bil-
lion and might go as high as $10 billion.

But this is not the only thing about the
‘economic situation that is causing worry. Here

. are some of the other developments that are
producing uncasiness:: ‘ -

1. The law of supply and demand has been
seriously interfered with by the action of the
President. The federal government has inter-
vened to keep prices down in certain indus-
tires, but not all along the line.

2. Labor costs have been rising, and the ad-
ministration has done little or nothing ahout
this, c ,

3. Interest rates naturakly ought te go up in

" order to restrain the excesses in lending. But

the administration has put its foot down on this
proposal and has thereby interfered again with
the law of supply and demand.

4. The Increase in tax receipts is still $8

billion below what is needed to balance the -

budget. Meanwhile, state' and local tax rates
have been pushed upward. :

* 5. THE EXPECTED advantages in remov-
ing excigse taxes are not materializing. Many
companies have added the excise tax to the
_price of their products, and many of the fra-
ternal clubs and organizations around the coun-
try have merely increased dues by the amount
of the excise tax. In the case of automobiles,
"equipment that was previously optional has
been made mandatory so that the auto com-

" panies get approximately the same amount of

money. they received before, and the -govern-
ment gets much less. - .

6. Something has happened to the building
boom. Housing starts have fallen to the lowest
level in 33 months. Many of the home builders

~perhaps were overly impressed by the talk of

““prosperity,” but the demand for housing now
is not what they anticipated it would be.

7. Job-creation through government stimulus
is helping to decrease some of the unemploy-
ment but the total is still- large. There are as

"many as 4 million persons out of work at any

given time, while many persons are unemploy-
ed at one time but not at another. The over-
all jobless rate for teen-agers is more than 13
percent, and for Negroes more than 8 percent.

8. The cost-of-living index rose to & new rec-

ord high in October — two points above Sep- .

tember. The increase boosted the cost of living
about 1.8 per cent above the level of a year ago,
which is far above the 1.2 percent level which
the president’s economic- advisers have been

_describing as non-inflationary. The net result

is that it cost $11.04 to buy the same goods
and services in October 1965 that were purchas-
ed for $10 in the base period of 1957 to 1859.

PRESIDENT JOHNSON has assumed full
responsibility for the course of the national

economy, and naturally the business world is -
~ expecting him to straighten out the situation.

The tendency is to blame it all on Viet Nam,
though the added expenditures for defense
could readily have been obtained by cutting
other projects if there had been any determi-
nation to economize. "

THEIR SOMETIMES acid
debate was not supposed to
leak out, but this column
can report that the two cab-
inet members were adamant
that the Chicago policy of
advancing money to schools
even without complete civil
rights compliance would be
continued. Later, if cities or
states were found to disre-
gard the law, the federal
government would nove to
get its tunds back.

Civil rights leaders told
Katzenbach and Gardner
that this would take months
or even years.

WASHINGTON — Just five years ago, a reserved,
quiet mannered foundation president, whom not a single Amer-
ican in 10,000 had ever heard of, stepped from comfortable
anonymity into the very eye of conflict and controversy.
President-elect John F. Kennedy asked Dean Rusk to ba

" Secretary of State in the Cabinet he was forming.

. 1t Rusk ever. regretted his decision he has .given no
sign of it. In the turmoil of

an office that concentrates

“on the individual who occu-

pies it and belted by ths
full force of every foreign
policy crisis, he has con-:
tinued to maintain a dis-
creet personal reserve.
Rusk, the man, is unfailing-
ly subordinate to the dedi-
cated public servant.

No office except. the pres-

idency is subject to such a

glare of public interest. And -

the President, by reason of
the eminence of his office,
is often sheltered from the

slings and arrows .of mis-

fortune that assail the sec-

- retary of state. As has hap-

pened to every secretary of
state almost without excep-
tion, going back even to the

 quiet era when America’s

place in the world was an

the - periphery of . power, -

Rusk .is a figure of contro-
versy. :

" ONE OF THE reasons

Kennedy chose him was be-

cause he meant to be his.

own secretary of state: and

- the president-elect knew this

was Rusk's concept of the
office. He was to be an in-
strument carrying out the
policy of the chief -execu-
tive. The president of the
Rockefeller Foundation, as
Rusk was, wrote. in For-
eign Affairs in 1960: ‘““The
President, with the aid of his

secretary of state and the

support of the Congress,
supplies the leadership .in

our foreign relations.”

Rusk has been scrupulous
in interpreting that defini-
tion and this is one reason
for the criticism directed at
him publicly by historian
Arthur Schlesinger Jr., and
privately by others in the
Kennedy wing of the Demo-
cratic establishment. He

fails to come up with initia-

tives. He is too neutral. No

one knows where he really

stands. This is .the maim\

thrust of the discontent with
the secretary of state.

BUT A GLANCE at presi-
dential history shows that
Rusk, with one conspicuous
exception, is in the tradition
of ‘secretaries of state.’
Presidents have almost in-
variably asserted their con-
stitutional right to direct for-
eign policy. And if the sec-
retary didn’t like the policy
set by the president he
could resign, as some have
done, or he could adapt his
views to those of his chief,
as others have done,

The exception was John
Foster Dulles. President
Eisenhower, with his chain
of command concept of the

office, delegated to Dulles

the initiative. And Dulles,
with his long background in
foreign affairs, his ambi-
tion, his aggressive self-
confidence, s only too
eager to take it

THE OFFICE as a conse-
quence was inflated with
Dulles, a resourceful
phrase-maker, a news-mak-
er, keeping himself in the
public eye. At the same
time, in the view of critics of
the Dulles era, he inflat-
ed the aims of American
policy far beyond the means
and the will to carry out
those aims. Rusk's defend-
ers believe that it is against
this distortion of the office
that he s compared and
found wanting,

On vital foreign policy is-
sues such as Viet Nam
Rusk’s almost invariable
custom is to re-state posi-
tions firmly marked out by
the President. In his history
of the JFK years Schlesing-
er quoted Kennedy as say-
ing that he meant to drop
Rusk after the 1964 elec-
tion. This stirred indignant
defense of the secretary.
Earller while Kennedy was
still in the White House a
journalist with frequent ac-
cess to the President quoted
him as saying of Rusk:

“HE'S GOT GUTS. And
his judgment is good.

Morison ssld this year's def-
icit will be made up by a Ford
Foundation grant protecting the
theater against losses during its
first three seasons, ‘

Morison said factors, in addi-
tion to a drop in average at-
tendance, included less than an-
ticipated response to ‘“Way of
the World,” and that reviving
“The Miser”’ from last year was
more costly than expected. Five
plays were presented this year
compared to four last year, ’

Total attendance this year
was about 280,000, including ap-
proximately 40,000 at student
performances. Last year's at-
tendance totaled 251,334, includ-
ing 36,704 student admissions.

“The fact that tetal attend-

ance incrensed is a good sign,”
Morison said. “What we’re try-
ing to do is to find the number
of weeks that we can run and
still come out even.”
The season has Increascd from
20 wecks the first year to 31,
including three weeks of student
performances, this year, The
theater has announced a price
increase for next year, lickets
to range from $5.50 down to $2,
with student tickets remaining
